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Seed Potato Opportunity

In view of the trade negotiations now pending
with the United States, special significance at-
taches to the article quoted elsewhere in today’s
Guardian, {rom the New York “Packer” of re-
cent date. The writer proves convincingly, from
the results of inter-state tests made to determine
the best quality of Cobbler seed potatoes on the
continent, that Prince IXdward Island holds the
palm; that no present appreciable quantity of
séed equal to Prince Edward Island long-time
virus free stock is being produced in the United
States, and that the interests of U.S. growers
would be scrved by allowing as much as a thou-
sand carloads.of the best Island seed to be im-
ported annually, free of duty.

At present, there is a quota arrangement per-
mitting the mmportation of 750,000 bushels of
Canadian sced annually at reduced rates. Only
v part of t quota 1s supplied by Prince Ed-
ward Island, as our potatoes are late in matur-
ing and other seed producing provinces have the
rdvantage of ecarlier shipments, It is reported

that U = growers are opposed to having this
guota extended under the new agreements, but
In the article quoted it is pointed out that an
exception shou'd be made in the case of Prince
Edward Island, the “champion producer” of
Cobbler <ced on the whole North American con-
tinent. [’ermits for dutv-free importation, it is
suggested, could he dssued, carrying the official

five-vear record of the Island seed, and also an
affidavit from the United States user that such
importation would he planted for the growing of
seed. A thousand carloads would represent only
one-twentieth of the United States Cobbler seed
requirements.

Here is an opportunity which should be press-
ed vigorously and promptly bv our parliamen-

tary representatives.  Ion. NMr. Dunning, in
particular, should be immediately advised of the
feeling existing in informed quarters in the

United States as to the advantage of duty-free
importation of Island seed. It should not he
difficult to convinee the U. S. authorities to take
such action in the interests of their own pro-
ducers, at the same time providing an assured
market for the admittedly superior product
which this Province has to offer.

improperly Handled

Noting that in some respects the attitude of
the New DBrunswick Government before the
Rowell Commission was similar to that taken by
Ontario and Quebec, The Moncton Times
says

“The three Provinces are opposed to any

change in the British North America Act. In
view of this very decided attittide taken by three
of the old provinces which first entered Con-
federation, it is difficuit to reach the conclusion
that the Rowell Commission will result in any
material modification of the pact of Confedera-
tion.
“It now appears quite clearly that the whole
question of interrelationship between the Pro-
vinces and tlie Dominion was not properly ap-
proached. Mr. Bennett took the right attitude.
He contended that the personnel of the Com:
mission shonld bhe politically  non-partisan, or
rather. that it should he composed of men drawn
from the various political parties of Canada. Mr.
King and-the |.iheral government took the view
that it was duite proper that representation on
the Commission should be confined to the Lib:
eral party and that was a capital error which at
-. od. the success of the very object

)
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for which the Commission was formed.

“The Canadian Confederation was founded by
men of both political parties, Liberals and Con-
servatives, who met together to consider and
solve the problems which at that time confront-
ed then nation. It was natural to expect that a
similar course would be followed in any step or
action taken to modify any essential clauses of
the Federal pact. Unfortunately that course
was not adopted and the great Liberal-Con-
servative party which had so much to do with

the establishment of Confederation was entirely

and arbitrarily excluded from the Rowell Com-
mission,

“Another grave error in the formation and
selection of the Commission was the failure of
the Ottawa government to consult with the vari-
ous provinces. That body was instituted for the
purpose of investigating matters which were of
common concern to Federal and Provincial gov-
ernments ; not Federal affairs exclusively. Quite
evidently the advice of the Provinces should have
been sought; the provincial governments, in-
cluding our own provincial administration, were
ignored. These are some of the reasons why
it is doubtful of the work of the Royal Com-
mission will be productive of any practical re-
sults.” .

Canada’s War Pensions

Canada is paying war pensions to 79,789 ex-
servicemen, Hon. C. G. Power, Minister of Pen-
sions, told the House of Commons recently. Of
that number 69,917 saw service in France, 6,660
served only in England and 2,750 in Canada. A
total of 462 served in other theatres of war,

Ex-servicemen to the number of 18321 took
out poilicies under the Returned Soldiers’ Insur-
ance Act, according to another return. Of
these, 4,405 were “cancelled by death” and 12.-
587 totally surrendered for cash. Partial cash
surrenders number 1,212,
