OTTAWA, June 25—The -
mons today dealt with a bill thal
will give the Royal Canadian
Naval Service permanent suthor-

ity to the training

Corps.

‘The bill, sponsored by Defence
Minister Abbott, will put in state
utory form the authority given.to
the Naval Service by orders-in-
council passed early in the war,
The Naval Service will co-operate
with the Navy League in the
training of the corps.

Mr. Abbott said there now are
about 13,000 in the corps and this
number will be extended to 15,-
000,

The value of sea cadet training
in the bringing up of young men
was recognized. It was claimed
by Navy League officials that
there was not a record of a single
serious offence against a member
of the cadet corps. Mr. Abboté
sald he was unable to confirm the
statement but was ready to accept
ite accuracy.

Mr. Abbott said there were 14
8Sez Oadet camps across Canada,
with at least one in each prov-
ince. Boys of more than 19 years
cf age were not eligible for the
oorps.

Hon. Grote Stirling (PC- Yale)
sald good and adequate accom-
modation was a hecessity if the
corps was  to function properly.
Perhaps army buildings being
vacated could be turmed over to
the Sea Cadets in that area.

Mr. Abbott said steps would be
taken to see that adequate ac-
commodation was provided. A
substantial portion of the funds
provided for the corps was raised
by oprivate subscription as tae
corps in large part was operated
by the Navy League of Canada.
