operation.” 2

With scathing sarcasm the Pro-
paganda Minister commented on
the Swastika flag incident aboard
the liner Bremen at New York, the
recent rioting in Belfart and the
economic situation in France, as
exi 128 of d disturb-
ances dbroad. He lashed out at for-
elgn newspapermen's reports of
anti-Jewish incidents in Berlin, and
did not neglect a passing shot at
the League of Nations,
No less denunciatory were refer-
ences to the Catholie church in
Germany and the Stahlhelm War
Veterans Association, now in pro-
cess of disolution throughout the
Nazi Reich. v
“The Catholic press has become
superfluous,” he ' told listening
storm troopers and political chiefs,
“National Socialism rests on a
positive christianity, but we shall
insist thdt the churches take a
positive National Bocialist attitude
in politics. Let  the church take
care of things up.above; we shall
look after things here below. Ger-
man ‘youth belong to us and we
shall relinquish our hold on them
to nobhody.”

FLIERS FORCED
BACK ON
POLAR FLIGHT

Defective Oil Line
Balks Soviet Efforts
of Record Non-stop
Flight.

(By John Lloyd, Associated Press
Foreign Staff)
(A, P, By Guardian's Special Wire)

MOSCOW, Aug, 4—Oil trouble
over the icy Barents Sea thwarted
the ambitious attempt of three
Russians to fly non-stop from Mos-
cow to San Francisco, across the
North Pole,

Disappointed, the fliers turned
back last night when over the
southern part of the sea, and re-
turned to Leningrad. A defective
ofl line spoiled their dream of set-
ting a new non-stop record in a
6,000 mile drive to the Golden Gate
over the top of the world and
northwestern Canada.

To Renew Flight

There was a widespread . belief
here today that the Polar plane
would take off again with a few
days on a second attempt.

The fllers first discovered the
oll leak at 1020 Saturday morning,
about four hours after they took
off from Moscow. The plane was
then flying over the northern part
of the Russian mainland.

Shortly after four o'clock, when
he was already negotiating the
hezardous sea flight, Levaneffsky
sent a message to Moscow stating
the oil was leaking in such quant-
ities he would probably be forced
to bring the plane down in Polar
regions and asked permission to
turn back, which was given,

An official commission appoint-
ed last night is investigating the
cause of the leakage,

Make Good Time

They had made the first part of
their flight—an 875 mile stretch
from Moscow to the Barents Sea—
at an average speed of 108 miles an
hour, considerably better than had
been expected,

Taking off from Moscow at 6.03

til 225 in the afternoon, when it
embarked upon the flight over the
sea, the most hazardous part of’
the journey,
