GERMAN CONTRIBUTION

BERLIN, Jan. 10—(AP)—Chan-
cellor Adolf Hitler, hoping for col-
onies and raw materials, has dis-
patched 15,000 to 25,00 volunteers
to aid Spanish Fascists and spent
$180,000,0600 on the civil war, priv-
ate advices said tonight.

There were official denials of
German assistance to Fascisf &en.
Francisco Franco, and  Berlin
spokesmen declared no knowledge
on reported military and commer-
cial activity in Spanish Morocco.
But private German sources declar-
ed Hitler had advised Franco to
hasten and capture Madrid by Jan.
15, and that his obje*tives in the

About 10.000 of the German vo'-
unteers were said to be regular
Reich soldiers, the rest labor and
youth organizers, and miners dis-
patched to work in mines in Méroc-
co and Spahn.
