Women And War Work

A contributor to the Ottawa Journal com-
plains of the failure of the Canadian Govern-
ment to make adequate use, or any use, of Can-
adian women in the gigantic task which faces
this Empire and this country,

He points out that such organizations of wo-
men for war work as exist in Canada are strict-
ly unofficial, have thus an extremely limited
sphere of usefulness—and points out by con-
trast that in the United Kingdom women in
their thousands are volunteer members of offi-
cial auxiliary services which belong to the mili-
tary establishment of the country, their mem-
bers paid, provided with uniforms, living in
barracks under discipline, and performing all
over Britain a host of duties from which men
are relieved for combatant work.

A military expert quoted by the contributor
estimates that such a force in Canada could
gave some 15 per cent of the men now in uni-
form in the home forces. These are the men
dining halls — jobs women can do as well, or
better. Today the Army, the Navy, the Air
Force, our essential war industries, agriculture,
all are making their demands on our manpower,

and it is far from being an inexhaustible reserve.
The Journal indorses its correspondent’s view

and says it is time the Government gave very
serious thought to this question. Existence of
many voluntary sysociations of women for eve-
fing classes—women who give up their leisure
to train themselves at their own exnense for
some useful place in the war effort — shows
that a Women’s Army, an of ficial part of our
military establishment, would be greeted with
deep satisfactio After all, why not let th:

“Thus, at a time when the railway between
Montreal and Halifax is jammed with trains
carrying vital war materials and munitions, and
scores of miles of additional passing tracks had
to be constructed to facilitate traffic, we have
the strange spectacle of Maritime Province
cheese destined for Britain being shipped more
than a thousand miles merely for the purpose
of being weighed, Is there any reason why the
cheese could not be weighed and graded at Char-
lottetown or Halifax?

“The Maritime farmers have another griev-

ance: Hogs raised within sight of Halifax Har-
bor are paid for one the basis of prevailing
Montreal prices, less the freight rate from Hali-
fax to Montreal, which means Nova Scotia far-
mers get about 60 cents per hog less than Que-
bec farmers. That may be reasonable enough
if the hogs are to be slaughtered in Montreal,
but it seems a bit thick when they are killed,
pickled and packed in Halifax and sent directly
overseas, with the overseas price to Canadian
Bacon Board based on delivery at the Atlantic
seahoard,
“Is it any wonder the Maritime producers
are angry after taking the matter up with Ot-
tawa and getting nowhere? The whole thing
shows a lack of proper consideration.”

More than half a million Cana-
dians will pay income tax next
year—twice as many as ever be-
fore—and if they are to do thew
part according to their means and
Tesponsibilities it will be necessary
for the majority to make some pro-
vision to meet their payments, The

000,000 from this source to help pay
the stupendous costs of war. Large
incomes have been heavily taxed,
but a survey made by the experts
shows that {f they were to pay one
hiundred cents on the dollar the
Government would obtain Jess than
$150,000.000, so it is necessary to ask
all single persons rece.ving $750 or
more and all married persons in
Teceipt of $1,500 or more to contrib-
ute, In addition to the graduatcd
inccme tax based on ability to pay,
the Government has levied a na~
itonal defense tax at a flat rate ap-
plicable to all incomes above $600
for s.ngle persons and above $1,200
for mariicd peisons, and it w.ll be
generally agieed that thoie who
can't fight should pay. As far as it
is practicable, this tax is being c l-
lected by employers at the source
and paid over to the Department
of National Revenue, but there will
be thousands of cases where this 1s
not feasible, and those afifected
will be required to pay their taxes
direct, For such persons, indecd for
all income and nati.nal defense
taxpayers who have not substan-
tial reserves of ready cash, it will
be wise to start a budget. This
method of payment has becn facil-
ltated by an instalment plan which
eases the impact of the levels and
permits payments to be spread over
the eight months from January tq
August.

The placing of dcuble guards
along the Channel coast and the

constant patrolling of all beaches
means that the British Governmant
still believes that H.tler will
attempt an invasion and does not
prepoe t: be taken by surprise.
The heavy movement of German
trcops into Rumania may or may
not be a blind devised by the Nazs
for the purpose of concealing their
real strategy and in lulling Br.tan
into a false sense of security. The
marked reduction in the number
and cxtent of Tecent air raids over
Britain may well have been part of
this strategy. It is improbable, hiw-
ever that the Government in Lon-
don is acting merely upen a fpecu-
lative interpretation of German
troop movements and air procedure,
It may be taken f.r granted that
Britain. is being well scrved by her
own agents in Europe and by
friendly citizens in German oc-
cupied territories and that the pre-
cautions that are being taken are
the result of something more than
guesswork, There is a sugge:t.ve
parallel between the pres:nt posi-
tion of Adolf Hitler and that of
Napcle.n, The French conqueror
knew that he must subdue Britain
or fail in everything. He had mas-
tercd Burepe. His attempt
to strike Britain  through
Egypt met with d'sa ter. Hitler has
tried the same tactics by using his
Italian al]i', and Italy has .Iaded
him. Napoleon spent a long time at
Boulogne, waiting for the ileet that
never came, He too, bullt barges and
cther troop-carrying craft, which
never crossed the water, He sought
to decoy the British fleet into dis-
tant seas so that the channel cross-
ing might be made in safety, and
he failed. He did his utmcst to
confuse the British Govcrnment as
to where he intended to sir.ke, but
his real Intentions were known. An
exiled l.yalist saw to that. Trafal-
gar was fought and the whole in-
vasion scheme collapsed. The
doom of Napoleon was written in
terms of British seapower, and
history is repeating itself. Britain's
navy still rules the sea, augmented
by ships of the Dominions, and the
British air arm has pr.ved itself
more than equal to tnat of Ger-
many. A great army recruited in all
parts of the Empire waits in the
United Kingdom for the day when
it _will march to Hitler's Waterloo,

After the Ottawa
Conference

(Saint John Telegraph-Journal)

The series of Incidents which
marked the close of the abortive
federal-provincial conference in Ot-
tawa this week the charges and
counter-charges, the threats and
counter-threats, the resumption of
a personal feud between two of the
foremost figures in Canadian pub'ic
life, and the general tone of uncer=
tainty and antagonism which over=
spread it all—has done little to en-
hance the statesmanship of many
of those who guide the dgstinies of
this Dominion and the provinces. It
were better if the Prime Minister's
first conviction, which was shared
by at least some of his colleagues,
had prevailed, and that there had
been “no attempt to implement the
r}mvlslons of the report at this
me.”

The threat of the Finance Minis-
ter that, because of the failure of
the conference to take action upon
the Sirois recommendations, it may
be necessary for the Dominion to
invade provincial taxation fields to
finance the war, raises the question
as to what wou'd have happened
had the plan outlined in the report
been adopted, Does Mr. Ilsley mean
to infer that the implementation of
the recommendations would have
secured to the federal government
revenues from what are now pro-
vinclal sources which would greatly
increase the Dominion’s total in-
come? Or does he mean that the
sources of revenue which might
have been handed over by the pro-
vinces to the Dominion as the re-
sult of negotiation will be seized
anyway by the federal authority?

If he intends to convey the fact
that the Ottawa government had
hoped to profit financially at the
expense of the provinces through
the Sirois plan, then he takes issue
with his leader who, in his opening
remarks before the conference, de-
clared that “should the recommen-
dations of the report be adopted, it
(the federal government) will, at the
outset, be called upon to accept an
increase in its financial burdens.”
If he means that the federal taxa-
tion authority contemplates a raid,
or a series of raids, on the provin-
cial field, regardless of the attitudes
of the provinces concerned. then he
should be reminded of the state-
ment made by the Prime Minister,
also at the opening of the confer-
ence, when he asserted that the
Dominion government cou'd proceed
with its war financing without seek-
ing any rearrangements or adjust-
ments with the provinces, but that
this course would involve “gravein-
eaualities and injustices.” and ad<”-
ed: “It is hard to say how it could
fail to provoke serious discontent
and a weakening of morale.” In the
face of this warning, it is difficult
to see how the Finance Minister
could make the threat that he did.
The whole proceedings were
marked by displays of childish be-
haviour which must have been re-
ceived with disgust by a great many
Canadians, and the only hope left
