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Fishing Trophies
For Maritimes

MONCTON, N, B, June 23—
Trophles for fishermen are now the
order of the day. Following upon
the heels of the announcement of
the inauguration of a goid button
champlonship' to the fisherman
catching the heaviest trout in the
waters ot the newly opened Maligne
River in Jasper National Park, Al-
berta, this year, news comes from
the New Brunswick Guides Assoc-
iation, according to the Fish and
Game Department of the Canadian
National Rallways, that associa-
tion will offer two silver trophies,
one for the largest Atlantic salmon
and the order for the largest
speckled trout taken in New Bruns-
wick waters by non-resident sports-
men, the qualification being that a
qualified member of the association
ect as guide,

The trophies, which will be in
the shape of cups, will be put up
for competition each season and
will be won permanently by the
sportsman who wins it three times,
not necessarily in succession. Each
year an engraved plaque bearing
the name and address of the win-
ner and particulars regarding the
_prlze winning fish together with the

" name of the guide, will be attached

‘to the base of the trophy. In ad-
ditlon each holder of a trophy will
be awarded an engraved badge as
a permanent recognition of his
supremacy in the art of angling for
the year. s

The only waters in the province
excepted from the awards are the
open waters of the Restigouche
and Upsalquitch rivers and any
lease streams. The trophies are life
like models in silver of a salmon
.and trout on the “stroke”.

The trophies will be put on dis-
play in various cities of the New
England and Eastern United
states. The popular secretary of
the New Brunswick Guide Assoc-
lation D. W. Criffiths of Frederic-
ton already has a number of in-
quiries with regard to the compe-
tition.

Break In Sino-
Jap Truce Is
Evident

TIENTSIN, China, June 23-—In-‘\
d’cations of renewed Sino-Japanese
differences in North China became
evident today.

Despite a truce signed May 31,
which specified the Chinese would
police a neutral zone south of the |
Great Wall, Chinese mlitary lea-
ders now are charging that Japan-
ese are causing large numbers of
Manchukuo troops to enter the
zene for policing purposes.

“Tre Japanese are thereby given
unbroken control of the distriet,”
the Chinese allege,

The Chinese claims are upheld
by foreign sources w'thin the zone,
ywhich extends north of line rough-
ly drawn from Peiping eastward to
the sea.

These sources ‘say at least 6,000
Manchukuo troops have come into
the distriet south of the Wall in
the last few days.

As a result of a deadlock which
the Chinese claim ~is a result of
“the violation by Japanese of the
truce,” the Chinese have made no
effort to place Chinese police with-
in the neutral area as was specified
in the arm’'stice, which brought to
an end months of bitter fighting
hetween the two forces.

Rall service east from Tientsin
remains virtually paralyzed.

The commercial production of

Even the man who helped to fi-
nance Harris' way through the
university, J. C. Kelly, can't be-
lieve Harris has grown up. “Mr.
Kelly won't give me credit for the
discovery of Element 61, either,”
sald Harris. “He says I was just a
laboratory hoy’ and that I took
credit that didn’t belong to me, I
owe a great deal to Mr. Kelly, for
he helped me go to Ill'nois, where
I completed my studies; but I
would like to peint out that I can
produce a letter from the professor
who got credit for the discovery,
saying that I was the discoverer,
and that if T had been 80 instead
of 22 I would have been made a
hero in the world of science.”

Indian Monk
To Anoint King

LONDON,  June 21—A young In-
dian monk has arrived in London
to anoint the King and the Prince
of Wales, he says, with the sandal-
wood paste of his Order, which
holds spiritual = command over
100,000,000 ‘Hindus.

Heads of this Order always an-
ointed the K'ngs of India in olden
times and so gave their- blessing
and support to the rler in the
presence of his subjects,

The monk who is named Swami
Bon anointed Lord Willingdon at
Delhi last winter. He is the first
Viceroy to have been so anointed.

“I give you the blessing of God,
and, the allegiance of our people,”
sald the monk as he streaked Lord
Willingdon between the eyes with
the paste. Sedition in Béngal,
where this Order predominates,
ceased, he claims, from that mo-
ment.
