000, of which the revenue from
taxation = was * $378,321,000. Spe-
cial receipts and credits brougm|
the grand total revenue up to
$447,322,000.

Total ordinary expenditure for
the fiscal year was $360,050,000.
Added to this were special ex-
penditures (such as reparations,)
capital expenditures (such as public.
works,) loans and non-active ad-
vances, making the total expendi-
tures $402,815,000,

Surplus of revenue over expend-
ftures $44,507,000.

Unmatured funded debt was $2,-
250,837,326,

Reduction of debt in past five
years out of surplus revenue totalled
$257,800,000. i

Canada’s total exports during the
last fiscal year were $1,144,900,000
and imports $1,248,200,000, leaving
an adverse balance of visible trade
$103,300,000.

The decrease in exports as com-
pared with the year before was $244,-
000,000.

The combined net cash deficit of
the Canadian National Railways for
the year 1028 and 1928 including in-
terest charges has been pald by the
Government and amounted to $2,-
932,652,
