jated Press Correspondent.)
: MOSCOW, June 6—(AP)—In a
telephone  interview' across 1,400
miles of Russian and 8iberian
plains and mountains, James Mat-
tern, bold young aviator who Is
attempting a solo flight around
the world, told the Associated Press
tonight he had arrived safely at
Omsk and would set off in a few
hours for Chita, 1,700 miles to the
east.

“I am alright and am getting off
within two hours,” Mattern shout-
ed hoarsely over the uncertaln
wires from the city in far Siberia.

«I hit bad headwinds almost all
the way to Omsk and my right
landing strut cracked when I came
down here but otherwise every-
thing is fine.

The American asked the corres-
pondent at Moscow about his time
and was told that he was only a
few hours behind the schedule set,
by Wiley Post and Harold Gatty in
their round-the-world tour in 1931.

“That's great! I'll beat 'em yet,”
Mattern shouted in  satisfaction
and determ’ntaion,

«rm fine,” he yelled in replying
to & question as to his own phy-
g.cal condition.

“Everything's alright,” he added.
wThat wing strut’s been fixed here.
I've had three hours sleep and I
am taking off in & oouple of hours.

“They have been awfully good to
me here. They had more food
than I've ever seen in one place
waiting for, me when I pulled in,
