In St. Papl's Church the forms of
prayer with Thanksgiving commended
by the Archbishep of Canterbury and
Yorks, used generally throughout the
Empire by the Anglican Church, were
used.: Revs. T. W. Murphy and Qan-
on Simpson officiated. The following,
as appointed, was read by Mr. Mur-
phy in place of the sermon:

Brethren in the Lord, we thank
God that this day, in the Abbey
Church ‘of 8t. Peter at Westminster,
our Sovereign Lord, King George, is
anointed and crowned, and the Queen
with him. X

And this is the manner of the
Service: that is there performed.

I. First the Archbishop of Ca‘mter-
bury, divirs great :Officers of State
going aloug with him, presents his
Majesty tu the people, that they may
recognize him, and - accl&im him' by
their voices as their King.

II. Then after prayer to God, such
as we ourgelves have now made, the
King takes a solemn Oath to govern
his people according to the Laws and
Customs of the Realm; to cause Law
and Justice, in Mercy, to be execut-
ed in all his judgements; and to pro-
tect the Church,

TII.. Thereupon after solemn pray-
er for the presence and 'blessing of
God the Holy Ghost, the King is
anointed with holy Oil upon his head,
his breast, and his hands, in the
Name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Ghost; forasmuch as
Kings, Priests, and Prophets of old
were after his manner made and con-
secrated to teach and govern the
people of Isreal: and the Archbishop
says over him this blessing:

‘Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of
God, who by his Father was anoint-
ed with the Qil of gladness above his
fellows, by his holy ‘Anointing: pour
down upon your Head and Heart the
hlessing of the Holy Ghost, and pros-
per the works of your Hands: that
by the assistance of his heavenly
grace 'you may preserve the people
committed to your charge in wgulth,
peace and godliness; and alteg‘ a’lon'g
and glorious course of ruling this
temporal kingdom, wisely, justly, and
religiously, you may at last be made
partaker  of an  eternal  kingdom;
through Jesus Christ our Lord."
IV. Then is his Majesty invested with
the Ensigns of his kingly state.
Iirst, he is clothed with royal vest-
ments; and then he receives the
Sword of . Justice, brought from the
Holy Table of God, and delivered to
him by the hands of the Bishops; and
when ‘he is girded therewith, the
Archbishop says:

‘With this Sword do justice, stop
the growth of iniquity, protect the
holy Church of God, help and defend
widows ~'and orphans, restore the
things that are gone to decay, main-
tain the things thdt are restored,
punish and reform what is amiss,
and:' confirm what is in good order:
that doing these things you may be
glorious in all virtue; and so faith-
fully serve our Lord Jesus Christ in
this life, that you may reign for ever
with him in the life which is to
come.’

Then the King, rising from the
chair of his Coronation, ungirds his
Sword, and going to the Holy Table,
offers it there to God from whom he
has received it.

After this the Armill and the Royal
Robe are put upon him, with the
prayer' that the Lord his God may-
endue him with knowledge and wis-
dom, with majesty and with power
from on high; that the Lord may
embrace him with his mercy on every
side, and, clothe him with the robe of
righteousness and)with the garments
of salvation,
