Prohibition Enforcement

“During the past year members
of the Force  conducted 416
scarches ~of dwellng Liouses, shops
and other premises suspected of
the unlawful possession or sale
of intoxicating _liquors, and in
addition to these ralds the R.C.
M.P. liquor squad also carried
out cxtensive raids almost daily.
i31 prosecutions were entered un-
der the Prohibition Act, with 125
convictions and 6 dismissals. This
is an Increase of 80 over the pre-
vious year. 21 cases were also
entered under the Excise Act for
unlawful /possession of “Spinits”
or moonshine, with twenty con-
victions and one dismissal.

“On December 10th Constable
A. J. Lund of our Force was pro-
moted to the rank of Corporal
and appointed Enforcement Offi-
cer of the Prohibifion Act, to
which work he is now devoting
all his tlme with the assistance
of any other member of the
Force when deemed necessary.
The RCMP. will also continue
to enforce this Act witain the
Oity either in cooperation with
our squad or separately.

In the discussion that developed,
South pointed out the irrelutable
fact that Nocth’$ opening (wo-no-
trump bid had been light, ccntain-
ing only” about five honor-iricks
cs aszajnst the ‘slightly higher re-
quirements for a sound opening of
that nature. Thus, South blamed
the result on his partner— a not
unusual state fo affairs, incident-
ally.

North, having actually “shad2d”
his opening bid, could not ce.cnd
himself with any gredt vehemence,
but he might have ' drgued that
South, in lcgleally hoping for a
slam, did not have to concentrate
all of his hopes on the spade suit.
It was perfectly true that sincz
South had passed originally with
just short of opening-bid reguire-
ments, he had the right to value
his hand highly oppasite a two-
notrump opening — tut why six
spades? Tne Scuth hand was not
unbalanced in distribution, with a
vold or even a singltton, and it
had “scmething” In every suit, even
in diamonds. Thus, there was no
reason for fezling that spades

trump, At the latier denomination
North would presumably e able
to put all of South’s cards to ex-
cellent account, whereas at a six-
spade ccntract, a bad break in cne
sult alone, spades, might be fatal.

It should be observed that at
six s notrump, . which South shzuld
have. bid, North wowld have no

itrouble winning three top spades,

three hearts, thre: diamonds, and
three clubs by finding the probable
«:plit” in the missing club honors.
