X-Ray Unit
Is Returning
To Mt. Stewart

The mobile X-ray Unit will be
working at Mt. Stewart Wednesday
and Thursday after an absence of
23 months. It was at Mount Stew-
art that the chest X-ray survey
started on August 1, 1945 and in
the interval about 50,000 persons
have been X-rayed.

During this coming summer the
unit will visit cemtres fronf Mur-
ray Harbour to Tignish, and the
schédule will be published weekly,
In this way the t owill be
brought within reach of every per-
son on the Island except residents
of Charlottetown and Summerside.

A representative of Matthews=
Wells Company Ltd., states that
reports have been coming in from
severa] centres, chlefly York,
Cherry Valley, Montague, Murray
Harbour and Midgell of injured

of the injury states that i is pos-
sibly the seed corn maggot, which
injures young seedlings such 28
beans, corn and cucumbers.

This injury states Mr. Cannon
is particularly common where seed
is sown in cold, wet ground, and
is also favored by rotting organic
matter such as sod and manure.
This injury may be quite serious
and farmers are advised to pull
:njured plants and destroy.

In addigion, to this measure it
would also be advisable to re-
seed the destroyed portion of the
rows, and if possible transplant
healthy plants, preferably after a
rain from rcws where thinning
would normally be required.

No satisfactory control by means
of chemicals for the insect is at
present known, but the warm
dry weather of the past few days

takes place in cold, damp soil and

Strachey Considers
Wheat Agreement
Of Great Benefit

IA)NDOBy James McCook

N, July 1 —(CP)—~Food
Minister Strachey said in a House
of Commons food debate today that
the United Kingdom “has enjoyed
great financial benefits” under the
contract's first year,

“I think that Canadian farmers
mey well find that they enjoy at
least equal benefits under the sece
urity it will give them in the late
er years,” he added.

Opening a detailed defence of
Governnfent food policies Strachey
termed the Canadian wheat agree-
ment, negotiated a year ago, ‘per=
haps the most important of all our
long-term contracts.”

He added:

“I feel confident that at the end
of the four years both we and the
Canadian farmers will find  the
prices negotiated and to be negoti-
ated under that contract will have
turned out to be a just and
equitable bargain, immensely bene-
ficlal to both parties.”

The agreement provides for the
purchase of 600,000,000 bushels of
Canadian grain by the United
Kingdom in four years with a fiae
ed price of $1.55 a bushel in the
first two years, a minimum of $1.-
25 in the third year and a $1 mini-
mum in the fourth year. Actual
prices for the last two years remain
to be negotiated.

Strachey answered the accus-
ation 6f gambling away millions of
pounds of money by noting that
Britain got 160,000,000 bushels of
Canadian wheat at $1.55 a bushel
when the spot price for  United
States wheat in the Chicago mar-
markét was between a low of $2
and a high of $3.

“There are people in Canada—
not the Canadian farmers but the
Canadian grain trade and the Con-
servative Opposition in the Canac-
ian Parliament—who accuse us of
having made far too hard a bar-
gain,” he continued. .
