LAKE SUCCESS, N. Y., Dec. ¢~
(AP)—V, M. Molotov, Sovia* Rus-
slan Foreign Minisic1, clearsd the
way tceday for a major advance to-
ward world arms limitation by
an unequivocal declaration that
inspection and conuel machinery
regulating arms restricttons must
be free of the big-puwer veto.

Mr. Molotov, iu an obviously
conciliatory statement to tre Un-
ited Nations political committee,
also accepted the United States
proposal on arms limitatioi as a
basts for discussion at this as-
sembly session.

The committee, which had bLeen
hoping for just such a statement,
quickly agreed unar.mously on a
20-member sub-committee to whip
into shape an acceptable resolu-
tion for action Dbv the assembly.
Canada will have « seat cn the
sub-committee and possibly will
be represented by L. Dani Wil-
gress, Ambassador tc¢ Rusata

The Soviet Union did not sur-
render the veto power In the Sec-
urity Council, It still guards that
right jealously against all a‘tempts
at this assembly session to modify
the veto power In that couneil.

Canada, Great Britain, thc Un-
'ted States and Australia preised
Mr Molotov'’s contribution to the
committee’'s work. Mr St. Lauarent
said “the people of the worid will
be grateful to the represantative
of Russia for his cpeech of this
morning.”

Mr, Molotov, obtairing the floor
as soon as the comimittee session
began, notified the delegates that
Russ!a would not 1ns'st on its own
proposals, but wou'd offer certain
amendments to the American plan.

One amendment 'vould provide
that-the ‘Security Council “exved-
ite cotisideration of g dra® con-
vention for the pvonibition of at
omic weapons.” A sccond nrovides
for two control coinmissions one
for atomic weapons and one for
other weapons, “within the frame-
work of the Security Council.”

OTO0VWWA, Dec. 4 —(CP) —The
cost-of-living index advanced from
126.8 to 127.1 between Oct. 1 and
Nov. 1, the Bureau of Statistics
reported today, basing its figures
cn the assumption that the average
for the perfod 1935-39 equals 100.

The Nov. 1 total was 7.2 above
the 119.9 at which the index stood
cn the same date of 1945,

The Bureau sald moderate price
increases over Oct 1 were widely
scattered, with five of the six bud-
get group indexes recording gains.
The food series moved from 144.8
to 146.6 on small increases for
eggs, meats and fish, -and fruits.
Vegetables averaged slightly lower.
The fuel and light index rose
from 1073 to 108.6, clothing in-
creased from 130.2 to 131.1, and
homefurnishings from 128.8 to 120.2.

Mr. Howard sald it was suggest-
ed that all business establishments
might have to close at five p.m. as
a further conservation measure.
Outdoor lightiny has been banned
for weeks in this busy north shore
tewn, and no Christmas tree light-
ing or other unnecessary illumina-
tion will be allowed this year.

The acting Mayor said there was
insufficlent public co-operation in
curtailment of lighting, as power
accounts for November showed a
big increase over previous months.

Butter Ration

OTTrAWA, Dec. 4— A possible
cut - -In” 'Canada’s’ butter ration
early In 1947 was forecast before
the Dominion-Provincial agricult-
ural conference here in a report
released today.

Reporting on butter production,
the Federal Agricultural Supplies
Board told the conference this
year's output “may not provide
sufficient stocks at the year's end
to meet a six-ounce ration in
the first four months of 1947."
The present allowance is six oumn-
ces a week.

Production of creamery butter
in 1946, the report sald, will be
270,000,000 pounds,a drop of elght
per cent from 1945. Dairy butter
production was estimated at 53,-
000,000 pounds.

Butter requirements on the
basis of normal (non -rationed)
consumption would amount to
345,000,000 pounds of creamery
and 53,000.000 pounds of dairy
product. This would be 80,000,000
pounds up from tltie current yegr.

Dominion-Provincial labor confer-
ence for final drafling of a pro-
posed Canadlan labur code may be
held before Parliament opens late
In January, it was learned today.
Preliminary prepaation ot such
a code, to replace the wartime
emergency statute, has been in
progress for severul months. Re-
cently. provincial 'abor mmnisters
met with  federas authorities to
discuss ways of mecdernizing the
pre-war industrial disputes in-
quiries act into model legislation
that might be adonied by the Do-
minion and Provinces generally.
Drafts of the pronosed n-w leg-
islation, based on the dis~ussions
at that conference, have gone to
the provinces. Some of them have
sent further views of it to Ottawa,

Get Pay Increase

HALIFAX, Dec. 4 — (CP) — An
agreement providing for a wage
increase of 15 «ents, raising pay of
2,000 Halifax stevedores to $1.10
hourly, was signed today by repre-
sentatives of the Halifax local of
the International shoremen’s
Association and shipplng compan-
ies. -

J.J. Campbell, president of the
Local, sald he was “reasonably sat-
isfied” with the contract hich is
effective for a year from Dec. 3
but it fell short of the Unlon's or-
iginal demands for a $1.25 basic
wage.

‘The new contract also provided for
an ejght-hour day in place of the
previous nine-hour shift and a
nine-hour night instead of the 10-
hour night.

For the first time, the contract
broke night wages down into “eve-
ning” and “night” wages. Evening
wages paid for work up to 11 p.m.,
were $1.30 compared with previous
night wages of $1.06. Night wages,
paid from 11 p.m. to 8 am. were
set at $1.65.

Sharpest upward revision was in
week-end rates. Under the new
contract, stevedores will be paid
time and a half from 6 p.m. to
midnight Saturday, Those starting
shift at 11 p.m. Saturday and
working until 8 a.m. Sunday will be
paid $3.30.

From 8 am. to 5 p.m. Sunday,
the hourly rate is $2.20 and from
11 p.m. Sunday to 8 a.m. Monday
stevedores will work at time and a
half.
