HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

AN\' even numbered section of Dominion
Land in Manitcba, Raskatchewan and
Alborta, oxcopting 8 and 23, not reserved
may be homesteaded by any person who is the
gole head of a family, or any malo over 18 years
of age, to the estent of one-quarter section
160 acres, more or less, i

Anpiications for entry mnst bo made
person by the applicant ug a Dominion Land
Aforcy or Sub-sgency for the district in
which the land 18 situate. Entry by proxy may
however, be made atan Agency cn cortain
conditions b¥‘ the father, mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of an intending
howe.teader,

The homesteader is required to perform the
hhmestead duties under one of thej
following plans.,

(1) At leastsix months residenc upon and
cultivation ot the land in sach year for ithree
years,

(2) A homesteador mar if he so desire
perrm  the required resi dence duties by
living on l’nrmlnilnnd owned solely by him
not less than eighty (8)) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of his homestead. Joint owner-
ship in land will not' meet this requirement.

(8) Ifthe ?mhur (or mother, if the fatheri:
deceased) 10f  homesteader has, permanent
residence on farming laud owened solely by
him not less toan eighty (80) acres in extent
in the vicinily «f the homestead, or upon a
homestead entered for by him in the visinity
such homesteader may perform hif own
res:(}llonue duties by livihg with the father (or
mother.

) Tho term ‘‘vicioity' inthe two preced-
ing paragraphs is deflned as meaning noy more
than nine miles in a direst line, execlusive of
the width of rond allowances crossed in) the
measuroment,

owned by himselt must notify the agent for
the distriot of such intention.
