Herbert Morrison, Lord Presl-
dent of the Council, and Prime
Minister Attlee have made speeches
bitterly denouncing Moscow. Mor-
rison made it clear that Britain no
longer makes any distinction be-
tween the threat once posed by
Fascism and the threat now posed
by Communist imperialism.
