Head Of Mission

Dramatic as was this decision,
having been geached at no less ex-
alted a spot than the Mount of
Olives in Palestine, the church
authorities were singularly unper-
turbed and declined to let him go.

him director of social work. But
with the advent of the war, con-
science again reared its head. Mr.
Woodsworth did not like con-
scription. Bz not only dared to ex-
press this opinion in a letter to the
press but he also sald wealth should
be conscripted first—a doctrine he
still preaches. He was dismissed.

Many a man would have been
humbly grateful for the supply post
found for him at a little church
on the North Pacific coast. But
Mr. ,\Woodsworth, naively ignoring
the fact that the general store pro-
prietor was the main financial prop
of the church, suggested to his
flock that they would be better off
if they started a co-operative store.
Fired from his charge, he again
resigned from the Methodist church
and this tim~ the resignation stuck.
Conscripti & had got him out of
Winnipeg and the influenza epi-

demic of 1918 started him back. The
dispase took such a toll of Vancou-
ver longshoremen that Mr. Woods-
worth, whom no one ever mistook
for a weight lifter, got a union
card. He went into organized labor
with zeal, became a lecturer and
it was In this capacity that he
landed in Winnipeb three weeks
after the long remembered 1919
strike started there.
Mr. Woodsworth became editor of
the Labor paper but he forgot that
themr are  occasions when editors
cannot even quote the Bible. A tag
from Isalah printed In the sheet
landed him In jall as a dangerous
character. The charges against him
were withdrawn beforwe they reach-
ed the jury but they had lain
against him long enough to make
him as far as the radical element
peg was concerned. Like

name for himself in Ontario at
lcast when, after two or three ses-
sions’ fighting, he bludgeoned a
slightly panicky house into setting
up divorce courts in this ‘province.

In the past two years, he has
assumed leccvership of the C. C. F.
Where this step will lead, no one
can say. He must now perforce be-
come the politician, his biographer
says, thouzh many of the tricks of
the trade are foreign to his temp-
erament.

“I feel inclined to apologize to the
professional politicians for denoun-
cing them so strongly in the past,”
the C. C. F. leader says, “I belinve
now that I am really the cnly pro-
fessional politician since the law-
yers go back to their law offices,
and the farmers to their farms but
I have no other job but that of
carrying on an educatiohal camp-
aign for Labor from one end of
Canaca to the other.”

Wolfe's Effects
Prized Treasure
0f Galway House

(By Thomas T. Champion, Canad-

LONDON, Jan. 5—(By the Can-
adian Press)—Lord Galway, who
will assume the Governor-General-
ship of New Zealand in March, will
fors:\e for the lime being an an-

cestral home which has an inter- |,

esting incidental association with
Canada, with some of the intimate
belongings of General James Wolfe,
the British hero of Que*ec, among
its most prized possessions. '

Serlpy Hall stands on the edge
of the gracious countryside of
North Nottinghamshire and York-
shire. It has been the home of
Lord Galway's family for more
than 300 years. General Monck-
ton, who was created a peer of
Ireland and took the title of Vis-
count Galway, bought this fine old
Georgian mansion in 1725, Many
of the rooms have finely decorated
ceilings. In the dining-room, the
ceiling was done by Zucchi and in
the centre of this room stands an
old table, shining with the polish-
ings of centuries. It was brought
home by a Monckton who fought at
Martinique, and the wood, which
was “booty,” has stood in the din-
ing-room since that day.

General Robert Monckton fought
under Wolfe and was only prevent-
ed from taking Quebec himself be-
cause he was wounded at the time
Wolfe received his injuries. To
Monckton on his recovery fell the
task of bringing home all Wolfe's
kit and personal belongings. Much
of these now lie elsewhere, but in
Serlby Hall there is still Wolfe’s
candlestick, his beer mug, and one
of the few miniatures of him still
in existence. A Monckton fought
for King Charles I at Pontefract,
ande his reward still lles at Serl-
by—a handsome ring presented by
the grateful monarch.

In the drawing-room hangs &
huge picture of King Chatles I and
Henrietta Maria, painted by My-
tens shortly after the Royal wed-
ding. There 1s also a fine example
of H. P. Briggs’ work In a t
of the Countess of Cork, daughter
of the first Lord Galway. The
Countess was the original person
from whom Dickens drew his Pick-+
wickian character of Mrs. Leo
Hunter, and in addition to the pic-
fure of Serlby which was painted
in her later days, there is one tnh
existence painted bv Reynolds In
the days of her youth,
