While there are other breeds of
rabbits being profitably raised for
fur and meat, the Chinchilla stands
supreme as a general utility breed,
producing in addition to meat of a
very fine grain and flavor, the most
valuable pelt of any species of rah-
bit—due chiefly to the fact that it
actually does resemble the genuine
Chinchilla and cannot successfully
be imitated.

The Canadian Small Breeds’ As-
sociation, Oshawa, Ont., in their
standard of perfection for the Chin-
chilla gives the following specifi-
cations. “Color—to resemble real
Chinchilla fur; the undercolor to bd
slate blue at base; Intermediate por
tion, pearl grey merging into white
and slightly tipped with black; the
whole of the body fur from nape to
flanks interspersed with- longer
thairs of jet black; both even and
wavy ticking are admissible; neck
fur very much lighter in' color than
body, but this is strictly con-
fined to the nape; the flanks and
chest to be ticked of a uniform
shade of pearl grey, but of a slight-
ly lighter shade than the body; the
eye circles to be light under parts
distincet and well defined; the under
eye circles to he light pearl grey,
parts of body to be white,-with un-
dercolor slate blue; the tall to be
ticked ang slightly  darker than
body on upper side, white on un-
der side, and the whole carried in
a straight line with the body. Tex-
ture and destiny of fur to be ex-
quisitely soft, fine ang dense—not
a “flying coat”; length of fur to be
not less than one inch.”

“Rabbit - raising,” you may say,
“is not feasible as a fur proposition
for who would want to wear rab-
bit fur?” )

Opinfons vary; but according to
our very best authorities, away over
50% of the furs worn in this coun-
try are rabbit, frequently sheared
and dyed. And mind you, thig is
rabbit of the very cheapest kind,
coming from different parts of the
world and is not to he confused
with the fine pelts produced by
Such rabbits as -Chinchillas. Such
being the case, there is no reason
why rabbits - produced in Canada
should not rank with the finest of
furs.

Set this
baseboard in a ' suitable place as
near the site as possible and then
fix a circular wooden rim to the
base, This is shown in Fig 2, pattly
cut away to reveal the interior,
This rim can often be obtained
from a disused sieve, or may he
constructed from thin three-ply
wood obtained from. an old tea
chest or the like, The rim should
be fitmly fixed with a few wooden
brackets nailed to the base some-
what as shown.

The basin is cast upside down,
and the hollow shape in the centro
is made by placing an ordinary
wash-hand” basin in the centre of
the rim, The rim should be at least
two inches higher than the wash-
basin, The basin will not be injureq
by this usuage as it can be held
in plice by a cross piece of wood
ixed across the rim as shown in
Fig 2. and wedged with a round
piece of wood will act as a core and
piece of wood will act as acore and
leave a hole through the comcrete
for the passage of the waste pipe.

brightest spot  in Cowper's life.
Newton wag himself a great hymn-
writer, He wrote such favorites as:
“How 'Sweet the Name of Jesus
Sounds; " “Glorious Things of Thee
are Spoken,” and many others. He
saw the necessity of keeping Cow-
per's mind occupied and it was he
Who suggested that the two should
compose a series of hymns together,
A very famous collection, widely
known as the “Olney Hymns” was
the result. Of the coilection of four
hundred and fifteen hymns, Newton
wrote three hundred and forty nine
and Cowper sixty-six, but the quali-
ty of Cowper's work seems to have
been the better, for more of his
hymns became famous than those
of Newton's,

Newton induced ‘Cowper to do
some -parish work. He visited the
sick, conducted week-day meetings
and composed many hymns to be
sung after the sermon. But once a-
gain the melancholy fits took pos-
session of Cowper. It is generally
agreed that the hymn “God Moves
In a Mysterious Way"” was written
after Cowper had made an attempt
at suicide, The hymn was written
about the year 1773 and Is one of
his best-known. Other hymns of hig
which are found in nearly all hymn-
als are: “There is a Fountaln Fil-
led with Blood” “Hark, My Soul, it
is the Lord”, Sometimes a Light
Surprises;” ,» for a Closer Walk-
er With God"; and “Jesus, Where-
‘er thy People Meet.” Cowper lived
to be sixty-nine anq while hig last
days were cloudeq he did spend
maly years of quiet usefulness in
the evening of his life.
