These regula-
tions, which are known as Order
No. 157, provide:

No retailer shall

(a) deliver, or cause to be de-
livered any goods to any con-
sumer unless the total value of the
goods so delivered, including the
value of any goods delivered to
such consumer on the order of
other customers, is $1.00 or over,
except in cases in which

(1) the goods are fuel in any
form, fresh frults or vegetables,
bread, bakery products, milk, dairy
products, eggs, mzat or fish (other

than canned products thereof),
lard, shortening, box lunches or
soft drinks delivered therewith,

photographs, blue-prints or photo-
static copies. or

(2) the goods are newspapers,
magazines or periodicals deliver-
ed by such retailer over a regular
route, or

(3) the goods are sold to fill a
medical doctor’s prescription, or

(4) the goods are to replace
goods delivered in error or are
goods forming part of an order
previously given for goods of a
value of one dollar or over, or

(5) the goods are too bulky or
too heavy to be carried by the
consumer in person, or

(6) the consumer, by reason' of
fllness or other disability, is un-
able to take possession of the
oods at the retaller’s place of
usiness, or

(8) the delivery 1is by freight,
express or parcel post; or

1. Special surveys and registers
of manpower, needed fro.n time to
time to provide a claar picture qf
the situation, “will be made as re-
quired.”

2. A speclal registration of wo-
manpower will be undertaken
“shortly.” (Previously it has been
sald officlally that ~Septemher is
the likely month for this su:vey).

3. In the near future, “employers
will be asked to report all additions
to and separations from their staffs
since April 1.”

4. To help safeguard the welfare
of families affected by employment
of additional women in industry to
replace men for heavier tasks day
rurseries are being established in
co-operation with the provincial
authorities in Ontarlo and Quebez,
and other welfare actvities are
being “vigorously developed.”

5. The government has decldea
that “non-essential” civilian activi-
tles should be curtailed or elimin-
ated and the Wartime Prices anu
Trade Board has been instructed to
put this policy into effect “by such
measures as appear necessary for
the purpose.”

6. Besides these restrictions and
eventual eliminations, ‘“measures
will be taken to ensure that min-
imum essential needsare satis!ied by
the use of the least possible
amounts of manpower, matarials,
machinery, fuel, power and trans-
portation.” .

7. Labor tralning will be continu-

ed “on a growing scale” to -help
overcome the shortage of skilled
workers,

8. Provision of housing, the re-
conditioning of the physical'y unfit,
the maintenance of health etand-
ards and the organization of per-
sonnel management are being pro-
moted by the government.

10. Apart from a few common-
sense exceptions, no employer will
be permitted to lay off any em-
ployee, and no employee will be per-
mitted to quit his ¢nployment,
without giving *“reascnable notice
in writing.” A copy of the notice
will have to be provided to the
nearest employment office.

11. No employer will be permitt-
ed to interview or engage any ap-
plicant who has not obtained a
permit from an emplcyment office
and permission to seek employment
may be restricted “to a given local-
ity, Industry ooccupation or estab-
lishment.”

12. “Control” will be established
over help-wanted and situation-
wanted advertiscments,

13. After a fixed period, unem-
ployed persons may be'requh'ed to
accept any available suitable work,
and persons employed less than
full-time may be required to trans-
fer to available, full-time suitable
work of which, there Is special need
—work of *high labor priority.”

14. Any employed person who fis
induced by a National Selective
Service officer to accept a new and
more vital war job will be en-
titled upon teymination of that 2s-
sential work to reinstatement in
his previous position.
