Question 2— What 1s Humus?
Wunat Js 1ts value 1 the soil and

| Answer: Humus is decayed plant
or animal matter in the soil, It is
valuab.e to the soil in many ways:
}1, It helps to hold moisture; 2, it
prevents soil drifting; 3, As humus
1s really decayed plants, therefore it
contains plant food.

The supply of Humus in the soil
may be replenished by: 1, Addition
of barnyard manure; 2, by plowing
down a crop or crop residue; 3, by
growth of a legume as clover.

Question 3: What is a surface
mulch? What is its value in tillage?
Explain ti.e scientific principles on
| which it works.

Answer: - A surface mulch is a loose
top-layer of soil or of a straw or
light manure. The purpose of &
mulch is to prevent loss of soil
moisture by evaporation. Water rises
in the soil by capillarity but when
the top layer of about 12 inches is
loosened, the particles of soil are
not close enough to effect capillar-
ity; and thus tgxe soil moisture does
not rise to the surface put is separ-
ated from the wind and sun by this

loose layer of s0il or “surface
mulch.” ~ Consequently the loss of
moisture by evaporation will be

greatly reduced wien farmers maine
tain a “surface mulch.”

Question 4: Name two diseases of
twnips and state one method of
controlling each,

Answer. Club Root and Brown
Heart., Club Root may be prevent-
ed by using a club-root resisting
variely such as Bangholm or Dit-
mar. Brown Heart may be e=-
vented by the addition of a small
amount of borax (containing the
elﬁmem boron) to the regular fer-
tilizer.

Question 5.—What are the symp-
toms of an Acid (sour) soil? How
can such a condition be remedied?

Answer: A farmer may expect an
acld soll on g field that fails
produce a good crop of clover, al-
falfa or other legume. The presence
of red sorrel and moss are also in-
dications of acidity,

Acidity in the soil may be count-
eracted by the addition of calcium
(lime), e usual application is
approx. 1 ton per acre, but there is
no definite amount, 1t varies with
the degree of acidity.

These
figures show that a Holstein ~pro-
duces more milk but of a poorer
quality than does the Ayrshire,

in the Dominion,

As a result of the nagreement,
any payments made by a resident
of Canada to a resident of France
or the French Empire must be
made In francs or Canadian dol-
lars. If made in francs they must
be obtalned from the foreign ex-
change control board. They can
not be acquired in a third country,
