Framework of Organization

“In suggesting a set-up for the
handling of such an organization a
great deal of thought has been
given to it and by those who have

iscussed the matter the follow-
ing framework of organization has
been suggested for your approval.

“A Nominating Committee from
this meeting shall be appointed to
bring in the following slate of of-
ficers: A President, Vice-President,
Secretary, Treasurer and three

Directors who shall be the central
or managing committee. The Man-

ing Committee shall appoint a
chairman for each of the perman-
ent committees, such as a Research
Committee, Ways and Means
Committee, Publicity Committee
and other committees as required.
The Managing Committee aud the
Chairmen of the various perman-
ent committees shall constitute an
Executive Council, which Council
shall meet as required under the
Chairmanship of the President or
Vice-President of the Corps. The
duties of the Committees shall be
Research—to search out ways of
aiding the war effort; Ways and
Means—to f[.:d ways and means
by which the projects may be ac-
complished; Publicity—to provide
means of giving to the public the
objectives and the ways and means
by which they are to be carried
out

“There 1s.no suggestion that the
public shall be burdened by so-
licitatlons, contributions or do-
nations if and when the object is
to raise money, The suggestion is
that this be done in usual and un-
usual ways, such as bingos, country
fairs, the obtaining of concessions
during the period of any large
gatherings in the City, dances and
any other fair or legitimate means
available.

“It is felt that this is something
entirely new. You have had your
Service Clubs, Golf Clubs, Curling
Clubs and other Clubs and Assoc-
jations in which a few have car-
ried on the work for the many. In
this case there is no thought of
self, it is a case of an opportunity
to do one's bit for one's country
and I am gure if the opportunity
presented {tself we would all vol-
unteer for service under strict
discipline, in which neither our
time nor ourselves would matter
This organization is purely volun-
tary. You may or may not do your
bit, that is up to you. The point
is—here is your opportunity, what
do you wish to do about it?"

He
suggested that means could he
found to give technical instruction
to the boys of Charlottetown so as
to prepare them for a later call to
the colours.
