ETHIOPIAN
RULER DIES

Death Of Lij Yasu
Who Was Held Cap-
tive Gives Selassie
Undisputed = Sover-
eignty.

ADDIS ABABA, Nov. 26. — The
death of Lij Yasu, one-time Eth-
jopian ruler whom Emperor Haile
Selassie had held captive in a lux-
urious villa, was announced by gov-
ernment officials today.

With his death, Haile Selassie
became the undisputed sovereign of
what- Ethiopian officlals called a
united nation, They said Lij Yasu's
death was more important to the
independence and solidarity of Eth-
jopia than a decisive victory over
the Itallans on the battlefield, and
expressed the bellef Italy had now
lost its chief hope of success in the

war,

A distant cousin of the Emperor
and a grandson of former ror
Menelik, Lij Yasu died in a villa af
Tiara Mulata, near Harar, in East-
ern Ethiopla. He was 38 years old,
and died of a lingering illness, 1t
was said, ° -

The great Emperor Menelik, who
built Ethiopia into a strong state
from a group of semi-independent
kingdoms, had nominated Lij Yasu
as his successor before his death in
1913, {
Internal rivalries prevented Lij
Yasu's ever being formally crowned,
but he took the reigns of government,
During his three-year rule, his in-
clination toward Islam antagonized
his subjects, who are proud of their
15 centuries of Christian tradition.

The Ethiopian church excommun-
icated him in 1916, and the great
rases (chieftains) deposed him, pro-
claiming Zaiditu as Empress and
Ras Tafarl (now known as Halle
Selassie) as regent.
