SPOUL, Korea, Nov. 19—(AP)—
The 38th parallel promises to be.

The American authorities made
numerous attempts to establish co.
operation so as to permit Korea
to resume a normal economic ex-
istence, but- without - avail, The
Russians are not unfriendly. They
merely say all questions must go
to higher levels, When they are
submitted to Moscow—an example
is the recent Amerioan request for
90,000 tons of badly needed coal
from northern Korean mines—
there simply is no reply.

American officers say there is no
friction ~along the 38th parallel,
that immediate contact of frontier
units is even cordial, with local
visits back and forth.

But all normal milway and road
travel, all mails and the"'telegraph
are cut at the 38th. What news
comes from the north is
brought by Koreans siipping
through the Russian lines and
whose accounts are not taken at
face value. Some of these Koreans
say the Russians are removing
quantities of machinery and other
industrial equipment "to Siberia,
but the Americans say such re-
ports have not been authenticated.

How. does it feel to fly at 606
miles an hour to set a world’s
Teco] “Uncomfortable,”
says Group Capt. Hugh J. Wilson,
A, F. C. with two Bars, of the
R. A. F. who here tells the story
of his flight Nov. 7 in a jet-pro-
pelled fighter aircraft.

LONDON, Nov. 19 — (Reuters)
— In rather less time ,6 than it
takes to read this sentence, the
jet-propelled Gloster eteor in
which Eric Greenwood (Gloster
Aircraft Company chief test pilot)
and I flew at Herne Bay, Kent,
Nov. 7, covered the entire stretch
of three kilometres (1.8 miles)
which had been marked out
conform with international
speed record rules.

So much for. the purely per
sonal side of the flight. To me it
seemed, after years of test work,
more exacting than exciting. From
first to last we no trouble
with our jet engines in the record
attempt aircraft. Rolls Royce can
glve us more power than we can
use.

But do not ask me where this
speed business will finish, We
can take on all comers now, al-
though the obstacles of speeds
akin to that of sound are ahead
of our designers, as of the world’s
designers. All I say is that
I have the feeling that Brftain
will perform creditably whenever
any question of the world's fastest
alroraft is the subject of com-
petition.
