The heart ace was knocked out be-
fore diamonds could be set up, and
since the club finesse for the queen
failed (when South made a frantic
effort to salvage the contract) the
slam actually was  defeated two
tricks.

It North had not been bound by
the ace-showing system he would
have responded with two spades,
and then East would have had a

very difficult time of it, to select
the lead that would defeat six
spades, played from the North
position. Parhaps he would have
