Then, with
about 500,000 similar holiday pic-
tures, it went to the British Ad-
miralty to be studied by experts—
experts who looked at it closely
and found what they had been
looking for.

The picture showed the sea wall,
letting them figure out its exact
slope and height. In the corner
of the picture, over the top of the
picnic teapot, were spotted gaps
in the seemingly impregnable
cliffs,

The experts could see the slope
of the beach, figure out the am-
ount of seaweed. The excavations
made by Gwendoline’s baby bro-
ther that day even told = them
about the nature and texture of
the beach itself.

That holiday snap had become
a vital link in the whole chain of
facts' and figures without which
the Normandy landings on D-Day
might have been impossible,

The sudden passing of the late
Mr. Robert Agnew brought a deep
gloom of sorrow over Wilmot Val-
ley and elsewhere.

nary amount of water to balance
the supply available for the plants,
The amount possible to apply by
the ordinary garden hose is insuf-
ficient and is made less effective
when sprayed through the air, It
is advisable, then, that even with
cold water, if the amount that can
be used is limited, it be allowed
to run in shallow trenches or ap-
plied directly to the soil rather
than sprayed.
