He quot-
eod the London Morning Post ot
August 4, 1917, to im;u'o:m.sqnue
jdea of the spirit of patriotism
that swept England during the war,
and.induced millions of men to of-
fer their lives in sacrifice:

“How great it is this spirit of
0Old England!"” indomitable, uncon-
querable, sacrificial, drawing its
strength from the post, its hope
from the future; undoubting, un-
complaining, steadfast, suffering
all things; impelling a whole gen-
eration to leap into the flames of
death in the name of the general-
jons that ‘have gone before, and in
the cause of the generations that
are to come after! What an horior
to serve, what a glory to lead, what
a crime to betray such a nation as
this!” .

The lecturer laid emphasis on
the importance of the capture of
Palestine and Jerusalem from the
Turks, and the great significance
of the British Mandate.

Tonight Canon Troop will likely
discuss this outcome of the World
War more fully, and his observa-

tions on its effect on world history
promise to be most interesting.
