TOKYO, Jan, 16—Japan today

* announced w.thdrawal of recognit-

ion of the Central Chinese Govern-
ment headed by General Chiang
Kai-Shek. The announcement sald
Japan looked forward to the estab-
iishment and growth of a’new Chin-
ese regime with which, it declared,

| it _would cooperate gladly.

‘The government's statement was
issued as the result of decisions
iaken last Tuesday in the fifth con-
ference before the throne in Japan-
gse history.

Emperor Hiroh'to on that occas-
ion presided over a mecting of
army, navy and political leaders of
the empire,

British Ambassador Sir Robert
Craigie and representatives of other
foreign governments were informed
of Japan's new policy in conferen-
ces with Foreign Min ster Koki
Hirota.

READJUSTS POLICY

‘Meanwhile Japan was 'reported
today to be carrying out a major
readjustment of her dip.omatic pol-
icy toward world powers along the
lines of her proclaimed objective—
“pacification” -of-Eastern Asia.

The foreign ministry was said to
have ssued a circular cablegram to
Japanese diplomats, Instructing
them to explain Japan’s intentions
in the war on China.

These were outlined in the gov-
ernment announcement of with-
drawal of recognition which said
Japan’s responsibilities for peace in
East As'a now are even heavier
than before.”

Diplomatic observers said Japan
intended ‘to realign her foreign rela-
tions with Great Britain, the Unlt-
ed States, Germany, Italy and the
Soviet Union. in keeping with her
“unshakeable” aim to  dominate
China,

INITIAL STEP

The foreign m'nister, it was said,
had decided to recall the Ambassa-
dor to China, Shigeru Kawagoe,
from his provisional headquarters
at Shanghal as an immediate step
in implementing the new poicy.

the conference may founder, it was
agreed here, but the United King-
dem may he able to recognize in
principle Eire’s hope for such a
union without antagonizing North-
ern Ireland.

“10-YEAR PLAN”

It is reliably reported that Prime
Minister Eamon de Valera of Eire
is lining up a “10-year plan” for
Ireland. It is believed this would
include a Federal Irish Parlia-
ment, with a plebiscite in the
north at the end of 10 years on
the issue of partition.

At the conclusion of his hotel
conference Mr. de Valera told the
press association: :

“There are great difficulties to
overcome. As far as ' the Irish
delegation is concerned we earnest-
ly desire to lay the foundations of
friendly relations between the
peoples of the two. countries and
we hope that in the present con-
versations some progress may be
made towards that end.”

It was apparent, however, that
the Government of Northern Ire-
land is not worrying despite the
prominence given to the partition
issue. Ulster will not have a
watching brief for the London
talks. Suggestions raised in Un-
ionist circles in Belfast that a cab-
inet minister should go to London
were not approved by Prime Min-
ister Lord Craigavon and his gov-
ernment,

F. Biddiscombe was on' the stand.

After the jury retired Biddis=
combe, .Detective George Stubbz
and Detective Thomas Todd wers
closely questioned by Crown and
defence counsel about circumstan-
ces leading to the statement al-
legedly made by the accused. Todd
was still on the stand when court
adjourned until tomorrow morning.

“As I understand it,” Mr. Jus=-
tice Fairweather said, “it is up to
the Crown to satisfy me that the
statement was voluntary.”

While the press was not exclud=
ed in the jury's absence the judga
explained it was not permissable
to report the testimony, which
concerned alleged conversations he-
tween police force members and
Robicheau.
