YARMOUTH, N. S, June 13 —
(CP) — The story of how a Can-
adian pllot with = the Royal Air
Force, shot down over Holland, was
convicted and sentenced to death
as a Nazi spy, only to be saved on
his way to the firing squad, was
told today in a letter received by
relatives ~ here,

The letter came from Pilot Of-
ficer Jack Hatfield, 27, of nearby
Tusket, now listed as “missing..”
In it, the young Nova Scotian re-
counted a series of strance adven-
tures that came to him when he
bailed out of his disabled plane
over Holland after a dozfight with
Nazi airmen,

Before he got home after his
brush with the firing squad, Hat-
field travelled a night under the
wing of a Dutch officer who sub-
sequently turned out to be a gen-
uine spy and was taken off to be
shot. The pilot just escaped a sec-
ond espionage trial,

His story, after describing his
early evasion of German parachute
troops ar his meeting  with a
fellow British flier near an unid-

“We came to a Dutch post, but
the trouble had only started.

“They swore we were spies, and
we were put under arrest and tak-
en by a guard to a nearby town.

“That automatic was at my head
and a bayonet at my back for 15
minutes before everything finally
straightened out. The Dutch lien-
tenant was to be shot the next
day. I hope he was put in prison
....he seemed very nice but of
course deserved death.”

Hatfield went on to tell of dif-
| ficulties in getting out of Holland,
! with"most roads to the sea block-
led by Germans. He finally got a
drive to The Hook and made the
port just 15 minutes before a Brit-
ish destroyer sailed for England.

In describing his squadron’s fight
with the German planes, Hatfield
sald the six British planes had
tackled seven German dive bomb-
jers and 27 Messerschmitt fighters
Three of the fighters sent  his
plane out of econtrol,

After he had taken to his para-
chute, one plane gave him a burst
of bullets, and he was
“siichflv in one arm. He landed in
