RECOVERY ON
WALL STREET
MY STIFYING

May Possibly Be death
knell Of Business
Slump, Belief.

NEW YORK, N. Y, June 24—
When the closing gong resounded
through the big trading hall of the
New York Stock Exchange today,
the total quoted value of securities
dealt in there was some $4.000.000.-
000 higher than at the beginning
of the week.

Not since the soring of 1933, when
prices surged upward after the
banking holiday, has Wall Street
seen such a sudden and rapid
swelling of the prices of the shares
;)t the nation’s leading corporat-
ons.

The buying wave which has been
sweeping through the market since
Monday subsided somewhat today
after the biggest overnight accum-
ulation of orders since last October
were reported in the first hour.

Rapidity of the upswing prompt-
ed many traders to sell and cash
in their profits this afternoon. and
leading issues finished around 81
under the day's best prices, al-
though the close saw numerous net
gains of $1 to $5.

Wall Street analysts with few
exceptions expressed surprise over
the abrupt turnabout, some even
“mystification”. But the cha in
Wall Street morale—after we of
the dullest trading since the early
post war days—was striking. One
market letter writer said it had
been lifted from ‘“morbidity” to
ecstacy”. Stock Exchange commis-
slon houses were bombarded with
queries from customers.

Steepness of the ascent prompt-
ed some brokers to send out pre-
cautionary advices, which played &

in the afternoon slackening.
The market would need time to
“digest” and “consolicate” such a
jump, they thought. But there was
a wide inclination in financial cir-
cles to belleve the markest might
be sounding the knell of the busi-
ness slump which began a year ago.

JAPANESE LAND
STRONG FORCE
NEAR  ANKING

Chinese Consolidate
Recapture Oi Im-
portant Areas In
Honan Province.

(A. P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)
HANKOW, China, June 24—Jap-
anese forces driving up the Yang-
tse River toward this provisional
Chinese capital landed more than
8000 men on the river's south
shore near Anking today under
cover of a heavy coordinated war-
ship and airplane barrage.

With the ships blasting at Chin-
ese defences and the planes al-
ternately bombing and strafing,
the mvadlng infantrymen were
ut ashore 36 miles north of Ank-
ng, at a point 180 miles by river
from Hankow.

Three hundred _ miles to the
north, on the Honan Province
front along the Lunghai Railway,
the Chinese  consolidated gains
made in following up retreat of
Japanese who were forced back by
the great Yellow River floods.

Following up the retreat of the
highly mechanized Japanese for-
ces, the comparatively light Chin-
ese units have recaptured impor-
tant areas previously won by the
Japanese.

No Special Privileges

SHANGHAI, June 24—A Japan-
ese Embassy spokesman tonight
declared that “third power nation-
als residing in Japanese oecupled
territory in China do’ nof - enjoy
special status because of thelr ex-
tra territoriality.”
