All these substances can be
given In the form of natural fooda
to which is added, in some cases,
brewers’ yeast. The diet should tre
clude whole liver, kidney and red
meats, eggs. fruits such as aprie
cots, peact prunes, apples,
grapes and raisins; vezstables such
as beet greens, spinach, cabbage,
asparagus and lettuce; and whol¢
grain cereals.”
