Farmers’ Meetings

A whole week, perhaps in the
winter time, is given to & conven-
tion of farm assoclations, The In-
stitutes join in this and there is also
to be a short course carried on at
the same t:me. The Junior Farm-
ers is an active organisation and the
prize winners are given a trip to
the Royal Winter Fair at Toronto.
Of course fox farhlng is one of the
big industries of the Province, For a
time there has been very litle bus-
iness in foxes as there were slgns of
d'sease on the fox farms and no
fox shows have been held, not even
at the Royal Fa'r at Toronto. But
the foxes are now given & clean bill
of hicalth and a show is to be held
on the Island to announce that all
is well again. When business was
active there were about 22,000 adult
foxes in the province, and the
number of pups born in 1020 was
in excess of 22,000. In the same year
over 18,000 foxes were registered.
About 1,000 ranches were in oper-
ation, ranging in s'ze from two pens
up to two or three hindred pens. In
1028 5,500 foxes were exported by
express, the prices ranging from $200
to $600 each with some up as high
as $1,000 and $1,500 each, The value
of exports exceeded $1,500,000. The
number of pelts sold was 16,000 with
an average value of over $100. The
total incomes derived from the fox
industry is between three and four
million dol'ars a year,

al about 69,000. The average Der

General Steele had come from Or-
ilja., In fact, the General, as &
boy, had lived in the same block in
which I was born. He' remembered
the General, and sald he would
never forget the t me of his death.

| while General Steele's body was
| ly'ng at the u ndertakers, General
Steele, in thé early days, helped
| very largely to make the traditions
| which' are so deeply revered and
lived up fo by the force today.

Meets Judge Arsenault

On Friday morning I went out to
the country with Mr. and Mrs.
Mould. They were golng for flowers
for the hotel. We went out quite a
distance to a garden owned by &
returned soldier- who was st'll suf-
fering more or less from the effects
of the war. The heavy rains made
as
they are built of clay. The flowers,
too, were rather watersoaked, but
suffic’ent for decorations were ob=
tained, When I stepped out at the
door of the Canadian National on
my return to the hotel, one of the
soys met me on the steps and said
the judge was waiting for me, I
wondered what I had done that the

| court was moving up to the hotel.

The boy said no more, but turned
into the hotel, Evidently there was
only one person known as the
judge. I went inside not knowing
who I was to look for, or what he

looked like, However, when I found,

the judge, he was the Hon. A, E
Arsenault, Justice of the Supreme
Court of P. E, Island and he had
heard I was in town and called to
take me round in h's Aautomobile.

He showed me a good part of
Charlotetown. We called at the Par-
liament Buildings, which are his-
toric. Here it was that the Fathers
of Confederation met to decide on
Confederation, I was in the room,
and saw the table and cha'rs used
over 60 years ago. The furniture 1s
in good condit'on and is well pre-
served, On the table is a brass plate
placed there by the Daughters of
the Empire, It gives the history of
the table, At one time there were
two houses of Parliament in Prince
Edward Island, but now only one
gathers, The upper house was aboli~
ished. The Legislature in Pr'nce
Edward Island is the only house
known in the Empire in which the
Government and its forces sit on the
left of the speaker. No reason has
ever been fcund why this should
be. Mr. Justice Arsenault said he
had tried to find in the records if
any official reason was g'ven. The
only reason which can be thought of
is that the speaker’s chambers are
so situated that it is more conven=
fent for him to have the present
arrangements,

Mr, Justice Arsenault was Premler
from June 1917 to September 1019.
It was during his regime that auto-

 mobiles were allowed to be used on
the Island. Up to that time the
farmers forced the government to
keep them off the roads. Mr. Justice

Arsenault is of Acad'an French de-
cent, and was the first of his nat-
fonality to become Premier of the |
1sland, e is deeply interested in
the Good Roads Assoclation, and |
the Tourist Association and hopes
that the Island will see a steady
growth in the tou'ist bus'ness. On
the Island are the finest sea beaches
on the Continent. The sand is won-
derful and everyone whom I met who
had visited them was loud in praise
of these sea beaches.

When I returned to the hotel I
found that Mr. P. W. Clark'n, Div-
ision Freight and Passenger Agent
of the C. N. R. at OCharlottetown,
was looking for me. Mr, Clarkin kept
