P
The strike of Illinois Coal Miners
lasted twenty-three weeks. It was
brought to an end by the signing oi
an agreement . adopting the wage
scale outlined by the Peoria miners
convention, The men will return te
work Saturday morning.

The agreement carries a general in-
crease of three cents a ton through-
out the state, an increase of five
cents in the Northern fields and six
cents in Franklin and Williamson
countries.  The operators also ag-
reed to an increase of 5.55 per cent
for all day laborers. This will in-

S

crease their cost between two and
three cents for each ton.

ACCEPTED GRAFT,

NEW YORK, Sept. 11.—The admis-
sion that at least part of the money
generously placed to his credit by the
president of the New York State
used to insure legislation at Albany
Street Railway Association had been
‘fair’ to the street railroad interests
of the state was made on the stand
yesterday by Louis Bedell, former as-
semblyman from Orange country. Be-

He had embarked in stock spedula-
tion at the instigation & Rogers, he
said, had lost, and it was to help
him recover this loss, for which Rog-
ers felt Bedell was not altogether re-
sponsible, that from time to time
sums @ aggregating $24,281 had been
placed to his credit.

Under cross-examination, however,
the witness admitted, that in the five
years covered by his account, with
Ellingwood and Cunningham, $24,281
had been placed to his credit. Of this
amount the books showed that he had
drawn out on cash $21,750. .
