The mine is 20
miles west of here. = 8ix rescue
crews have left for the scene.

Mine officlals sald they feared
the imprisoned men were uncons-
clous from heavy smoke that Is
pouring from the meuth of the tun-
nel and that had prevented the
workers who were not equipped
with masks from entering.

NEDERLAND, Colo.,, Dec. 4—
Miners imprisoned in the Fairview
Mining Company’s gold, silver and
lead .mine near here early today
were still held behind the wall of
smeke and fire at noon while re-
scue workers battled to extinguish
the fire.

The fire originated in the com-
pressor room from where fresh air
is forced into the mine, reports
sald and spread quickly to the
wooden structures around the por-
tal and to the timbering at the
mouth of the mine. One miner was
severely burned when he attempt-
ed to dash through the flames to
the imprisoned men. Fire fighting
equipment and rescue parapherna-
lia has been brought to the scene
and the entire population of this
little mining camp has gathered
at the mine mouth. 3

DENVER, Colo.,, De¢. 4—Offici-
als of Fairview Mining Company
announced this afternoon that the
fire in the company’s silver, gold
and'lead mine near Nederland had
heen extinguished. The miners in
the workings are still imprisoned.

GENEVA, Dec. 4.--With tie meet
ing of the League Council here on
December Tth France plans to as-
sume the leadership in demanding
the immediate preparation of an in-
ternational disarmament confer-
ence.
