Miss Elliot stressed the fact that
Canadian women should get to
know more about the food they eat
and serve. She pointed out that a
survey made several years ago show-
ed that many people in this coun-
try were undernourished even
though they were getting enough
food. In addition to this it was
found in this war that 42 per cent
of those applying for
were rejected as medically unfit for
service, It is possible to be over-fed
but undernourished, she declared.

Necessary Foods

The foods which people eat two
little of are dairy products and
fruits, the speaker stated. These
