York Meeting
Asks Paying
Tuber Bonus

A meeting of the farmers of York,
Covehead Road,
Brackley Point, and Stanhope,
numbering over fifty farmers ip all
was held in York Hall on Wednes-
day, May 8th, to consider petition-
ing the Dominion Government to
pay a bonus on potatoes grown in |
1934,

Mr. Peter Brodle was appointed
chairman and Mr. Lester Keizer

Mr. Brodie ably outlined the bus-
iness: of the meeting, and read
some resolutions passed in Prince
County. Hé also gave an estimate
of what it is costing the Dominion
Government for bonus for wheat,
over $50,000,000 being voted last
year for the relief of the western
farmers.

The Maritime farmers were pays

ing a heavy share of such moneys,
and as they have practically the
most of the 1934 potato crop on
their hands, and as the time has
come when they have to buy seeds
and fertilizer, seeds being higher
priced than usual, they think they
have a perfect right to a bonus on
last year's crop.
A resolution was moved by Mr.
Frank Hughes, West Coveheed, that
a bonug of $10.00 per acre for pota-
toes in 1934 be paid the farmers,
and the maximum number of acres
be six.

An amendment was moved by
James McLaughlin, Stanhope, that
a bonus of $10.00 per acre, up to
ten acres grown, be paid.

After considerable discussion the
amendment was put to the meeting,
twelve voting for it. !
Mr. Hughes' motion was then put
and carrled by an over two to one
vote,

* Mr. Hibbert Hughes, West Cove-
head, moved that a resolution be
presented to the government - for
Jegislation-to compel the growers of
more than ten acres to pay $25.00
per acre to the government, this
money to go into a fund to revert
back to the farmers.
