NEW IMMIGRATION LAWS. —
The American Consulate is in rec-
eipt of an instruction relative to
jthe new Immigration T.aw which
Igoes into effect July 1, 1924, and
wishes to make public the following

) information’ for the benefit of per-

sone emigrating to the TUnited
States. In general, the new law re-
quires all persons emigrating to
the United States to live, to submit
a copy of their birth certificate and
two photographs of themselves to
the American <Consulate and to fill
out and swear to an “Immigration
Visa Form,” for which there is a
fee of ten-dollars United States
currency or its equivalent in local
currency. The new law will not af
fect Canadlans going to the United
States on bona-fidle temporary visits
for business or pleasure, and there
is also no “Immigration Quota" for
Canadian- citizens. It is suggested
to persons who are doubtful us to
their status under the new law that
they call at the American Consulate
for further information, co as (o
avoid possible difficulties with Uni-
ted States Immigration officials at
the border,
