i ducing areas.

Agriculture Department officials
| today said they anticipated that
children would be major contribut-
ors to the milkweed cojlection
drive. And milkweed  probably
means more tires and other essen-
tial rubber supplies for the armed
forces.

Large-scale experiments now are
under way to determine the value
to thie rubker induztry of a gum ob-
tained from milkweed, and experi-
ments heve indicated it will be
“extremely useful” for  blending
with certain types of synthetic rub-

er.

The National Research  Council
at Ottawa has erected a pilot plant
to obtain “a considerable quantity”
of gum for large scale semi-com-
mercial tests, and the Agriculture
Department has undertaken to ob-
tain in 1943 from wild plants a
minimum of 100000 pounds of
dried milkweed leaves for process-
ing..

Through co-operation of the Oon-
tario Education Department, pupils
in rural schools are being urged to
strip milkweed leaves, dry them at
home and take them to school af-
ter classes resume in September.
The collection should begin at once
officials said, befcre leaf fall  be-

gins. -

assembling the material, weighing
it and seeing it transported to a
central point or points. The teacher
will inform the district school In-
spector of the material collected.

Payment will be made at the rate
of three cents a_pound plus a small
bonus for especially dry, high qual-
ity material.
