‘Blame Chinese Snipers

Chinese sniping ~ct vities were
blamed by the Japanese for 2
heavy exchange of firing during
Sunday in widely separated areas of
Shanghal. Scenes of complete con=
fusion were enacted in Hongkew
and along the important Nanking
Ro~d when, without warning, they
were spattered with fire or rifles
and machine guns. The day's first
serious troubles oceurred wthin
the Hongkew waterfront area just
across Soochow creck from: the
skyscraper business distriet. A snip-
er's shot was the signal for a fierce
purst of fire from uniformed Jap=
anese patrols, and panlc-stricken
crowds sought safety in wild {1'ght.
Within 3 few moments after the
sniper’s bullet cut the air, squads of
steel-helmeted Japanere sailors and
marines, their bayonets flxed, swarm
od into the area, driving the Chin-
ese before them. The dead ‘and
wounded were removed in ambul-
ances, Many foreigners in the
streets were exposed to grave dang=-
er, and the grounds of the Cath-
ollc General Hospital were swept by
bullets.
