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THE NORTHERN FLICKER

This well-known bird belongs to
the Woodpecker family but since
its beak is built on diferent lines
it gets it food in a different man-
ner, as we shall see. The range of
the Flicker is the whole of Morth
America east of the Rockies, and
very naturally its wide distribution
ks shown by a multiplicity of nam-
es, High-holer, yellow-hammer,
golden-winged Woodpecker, Pigeon
woodpecker, and maaly others. It
is not an easy bird to describe,
it has quite a number of colors in
its plumage, disposed in rather ir-
regular fashion.

Summer resident. Common, 1916;
Decreasing 1946? Beak slightly cur-
ved. Top of head ashy-gray, a
bright scariet band across the
back of the neck.

The Flicker is a prolific bird and
the brood may number from
five to nine. The nest is usually
located in a hollow tree or syme-
times (as I have seen) in a (ele-
phone post which has been hollow-
ed by one of the other woodpeckers.
Under the stress of finding food
for its nestlings {t will rob the
cherry orchard if one be handy, but
this seems to be its only bad habit.
In its feeding it otherwise ressmnb-
les the Meadowlarks rather than
the Woodpeckers, having a decided
predilection for ants !
searches out and captures on the
ground. It has been observed also
to thrust its long sticky tongue
down the entrance of an ant-hil
“to pick up the ants.” Examination
of Flickers' stomachs showed im-
mease quantities of grasshoppers,
beetles, moths, and other ground
insects. The North Carolina
ornithologists, HH. and C.S. Brim-
ley, remark on their fondness for
beanuts, no less than sixty Flickers
were seen in one small fi2ld. In tne
southern States they eat the fru't
of the persimmon, black gum and
dogwand d others unnamed.
