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A Shameful Record

Asked last year in the House. of Commons
why he was continually advocating the claims
of this Province for better transportation serv-
ice, Hon. R. B. Hanson, Progressive Conser-
vative member for York-Sudbury, made an
apt reply. "I speak for the people of Prince
Ldward Island,” he said, “because their own
members are consistently  silent.”

That was the case before and ever since
the loss of our car ferry in 1941. Mr., Han-
son, Mr. Graydon, and Mr. J. R. MacNicol—
Opposition members from other provinces —
were our only champions. Our Liberal stal-
warts not only gave them no assistance, but
did everything they could to belittle their state-
ments, and to pretend that all was goipg satis-
factorily. Delay after delay in preparing the
plans for the new car ferry brought no protest
from our members, and had not Mr. Hanson
and his colleagues spoken as they did on our
behalf, Parliament would have known noth-
ing whatever about our dif ficulties.

It was not a question of Parliament as a
body being indifferent to our claims, as was
evidenced by the report of the Reconstruction
Committee in January, 1944, which among oth-
er things recommended  “improvements  de-
signed to make communication between Prince
Edward Island and the mainland constant, re-
liable and adequate.” Had this recommenda-
tion been followed up, as it should have been,
there would not now be need for Hon. Mr.
Bracken to promise this Province some meas-
ure of belated justice.

Nor can it be said that the press of Can-
ada was unfavorable to our claims for a new
car ferry. Outstanding newspapers came to
our support, including the Ottawa Journal, the
Sydney Post-Record and the Montreal Standard.
Even the manager of the Sackuille Tribune, a
strong Liberal partisan, was moved, as long
8go as February, 1043, to write indignantly on
the subject. This is what he said:

“Island people have worried and you can
hardly blame them, for if you were in their
places you would be worried too. Frankly, 1
think the Federal Government should have
awarded the contract for a new ferry steamer.
If this had been done at the proper time the
steamer would likely be on the route by this
time. Ordinarily considerable time might - be
required to build a ferry, but in these days of
rapid construction, a boat could likely be built
in five or six months at the most, perhaps not in
Canada, but surely in the United States, where
they do things in a big way. If a ferry
steamer had been built I am quite sure that no
serious setback would have been given to the
war effort, while more adequate service would
now be given to The Island.”

That, we repeat, was written early in 1943
—two and a half years ago, by the gentleman
who conducted the Liberal publicity cam-
paign here in the last election,

Such editorials, coupled vith the strong pre-
sentation of our claims made by the Conserva-
tives in Parliament, might have carried the
day had they not been sabotaged "by our own
Liberal membefs. As every. delegation that
went to Ottawa can testify, they acted as wet
blankets instead of live wircs, and seemed anx-
ious only ahout soft-pedalling every complaint,
80 as not to embarrass the Mackenzie King
Government.

Of course, they will do the same if re-
elected. They will even consider that they have
8 mandate to act as rubber stamps in  the next
Parliament, as they did in the last. It is now
epparent, however, that the electors of Prince
Edward Island have no intention of making the
blunder they made five vears ago. The election
of the Conservative candidates, representing the
only party in Darliament which sponsored our
rights under King Government misrule, js as
much an act of justice as the fulfilment of the
pledges made by Mr. Dracen.

Churchiil’s \Varning

The warning which Prime Minister Chur-
ehill gave his fellow-countrymen in the Mother-
land against the insidious menace of Socialism
in all its forms is just as applicable to conditions
in this Lominion. “When we are told to exalt
and admire a philosophy swhich destroys  in-
dividualism,” he said, “and secks to replace it
by “collectivism,” I say that *hat is a monstrous
and imbecile conception, which can find no real
foothold in the brains and hearts—and - the
hearts are 4s trustworthy  as the brains—
of sensible  British The  Socialists
put before us a creed of universal self-sacrifice,
They tell us we should dwell together in unity
and comradeship.  But they preach it in the
language of spite and envy, of hatred and un-
charitableness.” Who can deny the justice of
that indictment, severe as “it is? .

We have
the world for a mark area
today, and organized facllities to
get into it. We have preference
on the world’s greatest bacon and
ham consuming centre, now taking
every pound we can ship there,
and befglng for more. We refer to
the British market, to which our
present export objective is six hun-
dred million pounds anuually, but
which offers practically an unlim-
ited importation capacity to absorb,
Practically all British consumers
are now using Canadian bacon.
They have acquired a liking for it,
and their continued use thereof will
depend -upon, just how well we will
maintain the quality and to what
extent and how regularly we can
furnish supplies.

The situation is this: We are of-
fered a trade outlet for pork and
pork products upon which we can
capitalize, and from which we can
draw’ immediate and annually re-
curring dividends and at the same
time extend and maintain an ex-
port relationship that will prove to
be a legacy of rich opportunity to
succeeding generations. Contrary-
wise, we can continue to travel a-
long the road of least resistance,
being satisfied with just taking
chances and thus sacrifice our op-
portunities to smaller European
countries of a more aggressive ty&ee,
countries that will readily real
the advantage of getting an early
foot-hold and eventuaMy eliminate
us from the picture. The issue we
must decide is clear. Are we going
to retain this market or lose it,
probably forever? Our present con=
tract and guaranteed price will
continue until the end of 1946. In
the meantime and after that
WHAT?
