Bouvet and M. Feld report their re-
sults obtained by removing certain
amounts of the brain tissue — 1ot
more than a fraction of an ounce—
in anxiety states of 10 patients
mnd “irreducible’ pain in 10 other

more satisfactory tham the oper-
ation known as lobotomy or leuko-
tomy, in which the nerves are cut.
The cause of the anxiety states avas
found to be diseases of the brain—
tumor, abscess, encephalitis (n-
flammation of the brain) a.nd,epll-
epsy.

The results were satisfactory ex-
cept for adult epileptics. The rest-
lessness was relieved and the ag-
gressiveness became less, The in-
telligence was not reduced in any
of the patients. Also eplleptic at-
tacks stopped after topectomy.

This same operation was used in
other patients to relieve intractable
pain, The pain was stopped in 9
cases. One patient continued to
complain about pain, but no longer
asked for morphine, Further, there
was no alteration in the intellect
from topectomy. These physicians
stale that topectomy may be pre-
ferred to lobotomy for intractable
