Since North’s hand, powerful
though it was, constituted only a
minimum three-notrump opening,
he should not have carried the
six-dlamond response to the grand
slam, but should have been satis-
fied to play for twelve tricks.
South would been justified in
jumping to six diamonds with noth-
ing outside of his long suit, and
if he had not held the spade jack,
North would have had cause to
regret his final “push.”

West opened the heart king, and
the moment dummy appeared, it
was” evident to the declarer that
since the combined hands had only
twelve tricks — two spades, one
heart, six diamonds and three
clubs — he would have to choose
between a spade finesse and a
squeeze for the extra trick. Taking
the first lead with the heart ace,
he drew three rounds of trumps,
ending in his own hand., East
discarded one heart and one
spade. South then led the spade
jack through West as “bait”, but
when West played the three, de-
clarer did not finesse. He felt
