Go To Polls Today. The Cam-
paign Reviewed,

HALIFAX, N..S, /Jan. 20—(By
charles Bruce, Canadian Press Stalf
Writer)—Men and women of Hall-
fix city and county go to the polls
tamorrow with a two-fold responsi-
pility; while their choice between Dr.
Géorge H. Murphy and ‘Robert E,
Finn, K. €, decides only one ‘fifth
of the country’s representation in the
provincial legislature, that fraction-
al unit may well determine the pole
ftical complexion of Nova Scotia for
the next half decade.

The election of Dr. Murphy, who
was called to the Rhodes cabinet to
{lll the vacancy caused by the death
of Hon, John ¥'. Mahoney, will assure
the Conservative government the
majority of two that ‘answered divi-
sion bells throughout the last ses-
son. A Finn victory, on the other
hand, will leave 'the patties dead-
locked at 21 to 21, with a Conserv-
ative speaker in’ the chair, and Will
precipitate a general election,

With the actual contest bounded
by the confines of. Halifax county,
the campaign has been invested with
all the color of a province wide vote,
a3 front benchers of both parties
took the stump on behalfi of theit
candidates. Yet as the polling hour
drew near the average Halifax él-
ector seemed not so much concern-
ed with the political perspective in
agneral and the' double- signiticance:

1922 he resigned to contest Halifax
county for-the Federal House,

Coincidentally, Mr. Finn's last win-
ning contest was the 1922 by-election
in Halifax for the Federal seat, when
he defeated J. J. Power, K. O,, Con-
servative, and J. J. O'Connell, Labor.
The Finn majority over Power was
3,872. Since that time, until the pro-
vincial election of 1928, when a split
slate of three conservatives and two
Liberals was elected for Hallfax, the
constituency has gone Conservative
in both Federal a.ud Provincial el-
ections,

In 1923 Hon. W. ‘A. Black won 8
federal seat in the county with a by-
election majority of 1,032, and fol-
lowed up his victory with successive
wins in 1925 and 1926. Mr. Finn was
a defeated candidate in. 1925, the
Black majority being 8,178.

A summary of his political career
shows that Mr, Pinn was four times
‘elqeted ‘to: the provincial house for
Halifax, and ‘once  to the - udeml
‘House,..and onoe--defeated when he
stood for the ‘eounty at’ the!last Pos |
minfon election, The present ‘cam-
paign marks his return to politics.
