Miss M y was born in Malp
March 11th 1855, At an early nge she
confessed Christ and united with the
Presbyterian Church at Malpeque, under
the ministry of Rev Robert Laird,

She received her early education in the
Fanning Grammar School and afterwards
in the Prince of Wales College from
which she received a grammar school
license, being the first female in this
Province to obtain this distinction, She
taught in Long River, Malpeque grammar
school, and Summerside.

Into the Montgomery home to spend
his last days came the grandfather, Rev.
John McGary who had been a missionary
from the Methodist Church in Ireland to
Newfoundland, and the missionary spirit
of the late Dr. Geddie in his tours
through the Island, had permeated many
homes, In the Montgomery home Miss
Annie ded to
and offered her service to our own Church
in Trinidad, But there was delay. She
then offered her services to the Board of
Foreign Missions of the Presbyterian
Church inU. S,, was accepted and
appointed to Persia, soon after, but too
late, word was received thatshe was
wanted in Trinidad, It was mainly from
her older sister,Annie that Miss Charlotte
imbibed the wmissionary spirit, and de-
cided to give up her life to the same
work. In1871 her father died and she
remained at home until the death of her
wother in 1886, Then she offered her
services to the same Board, and joined
her sister in Persia the same year. She
was appointed teacher in the “Faith
Hubbard school” for girls in Hamadan:
During the whole of Miss Charlotte Mont-
gomery's nineteen years service in Persia,
she was closely identified with the work
of the school.She cnjoyed two furloughs,
‘The first in 1804 und 5 when she visited
her howe dnd made a tour of the Ameri-
can churches speaking in behalf of the
women in Persia, Her second visit was
in 1903 and 4, the memory of which is
still - redolent . with the keen - jnterest
which she manifested in the mission, and
the large grasp she had of the work in its
every detail,

In the autumn Miss Montgomery re-
turned to the work of the school. Some
months after in consultation with the
physicians in Teheran it was found that
she must come for a surgical operation to
New York where the best skill was avail-
able, and the bracing conditions of Amexl
ca were more favorable,

Miss Montgomery arrived in New York
May 3lst, the operation took place on
Monday (June Sth,) ‘The strain was severe
but there were no alarming symptoms
developed until early on the following
Saturday morning, when she passed away
ut 9 o'clock,

Her remains were brought to the Island
and interred in the family plot in Mal-
peque, under the shadow of the Church
where she gave her heart to the work of
the Master.

Miss Montgomery was a beautiful type
of Christian won.anhood, amiable and
gentle in disposition, strong and firm in
her convictions; an excellent _teacher
who placed the needs of others before her
own;and held in peculiarly high esteem
by the Missionary Board . Her submission
to her Father's will and devotion to his
work are shown in a sentence taken
from her last letter written to Mr. Speer,
the Secretary of Foreign Missions, when
the Drs. informed her that her case was
such that her return to America was im
perative.

My DEAR MR, SPEER,

I had very little thought when I wrote
you lust, that my next letter would be
written on my way to America. I came
to Teheran andin full assurance that I
might be away from my work three or
four weeks at the most, Had I known
that it would end in my" being sent to
America I might not have said anything
about my trouble and worked on as long
as I could. My better judgment tells me
that would not have been right. Truly
nothing has come to me as hard as this.
I do not mean my physical condition, or
the thought of any suffering that may be
in store for me. Iknew all that before
leaving Hamadan, but still I could be
happy and thought I could be submissive
but deep down in my heart I was making
one reservation, say anything dear Lord
but that, The cup, I felt, was too hard
for me, and that was, that I should: have
to leave Persia, but that was required of
me."”

Though Miss Montgomery has heen so
long absent from us and her work has
been under the American Board, still ‘she
was ours, we gave her to that service, and
her life,work and character claims a place
in our annals as well as in theirs,

Her brothers are Donald, Willilam and
George. Her sisters are Mrs., Gordon and
Mrs, Ritchie in Malden, Mass,, Annie in
Persia, Mrs, D. Montgcmery in Iowa, and
Mrs, George Matheson in Rustico, P. E.
