They were particulariy
impgessed by the earnestness and
sincerity of Sir Robert Borden's ex-
position of the steps he is taking to
form a. non partisan union Govern-
utent,  They ‘are confident he will
succeed aud that such a Government
will receive the undivided support of
all .the win-the-war element through
out the Dominion. Sir Robert con-
vinced the delegation that, for consti-
tutional reasons, it is now impracti--
cable to avoid a general election, The
delegation believes, therefore, that a
nation-wide campaign of education
must be at once launched, to demon-
stiate the cssential unity of Canadi-
ans for the utmost prosecution of the
war."”
