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Alsace Produces
Just 190 Fruits

STRASBOURG, France, Aug, 28
—(C.P) : A “Gastronomic Inven-
tory of France,” signed by Cur=
monsky, ‘Prince of Epicures, and
published by the Alsace-Lorraine
Raflroads in Strashourg, contains
some interesting facts and little-
kmown statistics about the varieties
of food and wine available in the
“recovered provinces.” .

For centuries, Alsace has been
called the loft, the harn, the or-
chard, the kitchen garden and the
larder of neighboring lands, and
this attractive pamphlet proves it

in effective fashion.
For example, it teveals that Al-

brandies (kirsch, quetsch, mira-
belle, raspberry, myrtle and elder-
berry) and 139 distinet wines.
Further, Alsace has at least 190
kinds of fruits to her credit, which
are divided as follows: 12 species
of cherries, 20 of plums, 33 of
apples, 36 of peaches and 80 of
pears.

Naturally, such rich and varied
produce has been reflected in the
prowess of Alsatian pastry-cooks
and distillers. Curnonsky also re-
veals that there are 42 varieties of
“pate de fois gras” that gastron-

omic marvel which, in English, has
the prosalc name of goose liver
pie,
