Hard Hit
By Gale

(By The Canadian Press)

LONDON, Dec. 18—~The Eurrp-
ean coast and ocean traffic suffer-
ed under the shock today of a
gale which wreaked coastwise
damage and turned Eastern At-
lantic shipping lanes into moun-
tainous seas.

The COanadian Pacific liner
Duchess of Richmond, . carrying
Britaln-bound troops, was damag-
ed when she struck a mole afier
turning back to Gibraltar irom
the southwesterly .blow coming in
from the ocean.

A dispatch to Reuters News
Agency from the 35000-ton Unit-
ed States battleship Washington
said the warship, homeward bound
with 1,500 American soldiers ‘rom
Europe, was being swept by an
87-miles-an-hour hurricane.

Runs Into Storm

The Washington, said the dis-
patch, ran into the first of three
storms at noon yesterday, 500
miles north of the Azores and 1,
000 miles out of Southampton, and
diverted her course 180 miles south
of the normal run,

Beneath a lowering canopy of
dark storm clouds the battleship
was encircled by a continuous fog
of spray, reducing visibility to be-
tween 100 and 200 yards.

Waves 40 feet high swept her
decks, tearing adrift life rafts
and smashing gangways and sup-
erstructure,

Two other troop-carrying Unit-
ed States warships, the aircraft
carrier Wasp and the cruiser Aug-
usta, were damaged in a 70-mile

gale.

Full Force In Channely

The English Channel felt  the
full force of the blow as the
southwest and west v coasts of
England continued in the gale’s
24-hour grip. Ships, unable to
make port, rode out the storm at
anchor.

Lisbon reported that a 75-mile
gale sank small Portuguese craft,
wrecked plantations and washed
waves of the Tagus River into the
lower reaches of Lisbon, Peasants
living around Mount Caparica fled
from their homes panic-stricken,
fearing an eruptlon.

Meantime, on the western side
of the Atlantic word was anxlous-
ly awaited from the United States
freighter Pierre L'Enfant which
sent out an S.0.8. from sea last
Thursday.
