SAYS HARDINGE

LONDON, Oct. 6.—(Through Reut-
er's Ottawa Agency).—A special de-
spatch from Simla, India, says:—

Lord Hardinge, the viceroy, made
an important speech at the conclu-
sion of the autumn session of the
Legislative Council. Having briefly
reviewed the progress of the work,
he emphasized the fact that Great Bri-
tain’s sea power was a decisive factor
in the struggle, and paid high tribute
to the magnificent courage and tenac-
ity*shown by the armies of Russia.

The viceroy affirmed that in India
tranquility prevailed, the Defence of
India Act having succeeded in restor-
ing order in the Punjab, which had
been disturbed my emigrants return
ing from Canada and the United
States, imbued with revolutionary
ideas. His Excellency, in this con-
nection, praised the work of the
lieutenant-governor and said he be
lieved the loyal people of the Punjab
were thoroughly satisfied with the
measures taken. ’

Frontier posts of India, he 'con:
tinued, had often been attacked - by
ignorant and fanatical tribesmen, but
these attacks had always been re
pulsed, with considerable losses te
the attacking parties. Our owrn
tribesmen were absolutely stauncl
and loyal. The Ameer of Afghanis

His pointed reference
was brought to bear in the nomina-
tion of Rev. Mr. Grant and in spite of
requests to have his name withdrawn

feature of the evening also was the
civic welcome extended the 300 or
more delegates present by His Wonr
ship Mayor Frink, on behalf of the
citizens. N

Judging from the sway of the meet-
ing and the inclination of those who
spoke, it could be surmised that ‘the
liquor-question will cause a good deal
of attention during the session. The
rgtiring moderator made reference
to its evils; the nominators /of the
new moderator put forth the  tem-
perance advocacy as his platform.
Rev. Mr. Grant is one of the most
energetic workers = in the cause of
temperance in the maritime provinces
and he was acclaimed with enthu-
siasm y the meeting,
following the recommmend-

It was styled, The
Glory of The Cross, and in it he
pointed out how the spirit of Christ
is necessary to overcome great ap-
plication in referring to the two great
questions of the present day— the
German menace and the drink evil—
and he charged that these great

| Questions, too could be surmounted

by the spirit of Christ. He dwelt for
a short. period on each of the great
world wide issues. He believed that
the ambition of the military power to
dominate the world will be checked
by the power of God, which is em-
ploying the armies of the Allies to
subdue it. Y

Much attention wag directed  to
the drink evil, and despite the diffi-
culites offered to solution, the spirit
of Christ, he believed, would . over-
come it.
