¥OO.; 8 MAY CAUSE DISTURB-
ANCES OF THE HEART

I have had the - opportunity for
a numoer of years of examining
most of the heavyweight boxers
and wrestlers—Dempsey, Carpenti-
er, Sharkey, Bear, Schmeling, and
Louis, Londos, O'Mahonney, George
Casey, McCoy, and others. Every
thing was “normnal” about them—
heart rate, blood pressure, temp-
erature, reaction to exercise,

However on examining boxers
in the lighter we!ghts I often found
that the pulse rate instcad of 72
might be as low as 60 to 64, with
temperature slightly below norma!
and also a lowered blood pressure.
This lowered heart rate, temp-
erature, and blood pressure, was
due to the fact that these young
boxers were trying to get duwn to
a cerlain welzht at an appoiuted

time, usualy 2 P.M, the day of the !

bout, and had cut down on their
food and water intake for the pre-
vious 12 to 2¢ hours,

Now these boxers reduced their
food and liquid intake for a mat-
ter of one or two days only; in
most cases they would pe back
practically to their normal weight
—3 to 7 pounds heavier—eight
hours later at the scheduled hour
for their bout.

What about those who are not
boxers, who are not trying to
“make” a certain welght at a
certain
enough
normal

blood pressure?

Drs, gome Weiss and Robert
W. W. wilkins in a clinical lecture
at the Atlantic City Session of the
American Medical Association this
year stated that, “Fasting. or
severe reduction of diet results in
a slowing down of the heart rate
by almost one-half, a decrease in
the blood pressure in the arteries,
and a lowering of the rate at
which all the body processes, work.”
This of course may be a help for
a short perjod—a. rest for the
heart and bloed vessels—but “a

prolonged reduction of the diet, |

on the other hand, causes un-
favorable changes in the heart.”

Drs, Weiss and Wilkins state
that 1t is not the lack of the
amount of food but of value vit-
amins, particularly vitamin B, that
causes the changes in the heart,
blood vessels, and pody processes.
Thus while the amount of focd
may need to be reduced in heart
and plood vessel disturbances,
foods rich in vitamin B—raw cab-
bage, tomatoes, lettuce, fresh peas,
lemons, oranges, grapefruit, spine-
ach, asparagus, celery, carrots —
should be eaten daily in medium
to generous amounts,
