R. J. Macdonald will be reaq with
deep regret hy many relatives in this
Province. Lieut Macdonald = was a
nephéw of the late Capt, J. A. Mac-
denald of this eity and is the second
nephaw to make this great sacrifice:
Hig rather the Rev. A. D). Macdonald
was pastor at Hampton, >, E. 1., he-
fore moving west:

(Calgary Herald:)

The official figures given out by
Ottawa mentions that since Easter
Monday the total casualties among
the Canadians now amount tc 13,184,
From other sources it is learned that
2 heavy toll is heing taken of Calgary
men, and according to an official tele-
gram received this morning Lieut. R.
J. Macdonald, the only son ¢f the
Rev. A. D. Macdonald, of the Chil-
dren’s aid, and Mrs. Macdonald, has
been killeq in action. He was a most
popular young officer in the battalion
in which he enlisted here and was
chosen among cthers to precede the
main unit with a draft on Labor Day,
1915. He had been in the trenches for
close upon twenty months hefore
yie:ding his life in the great con-
GUs

Licut. J, R. Macdonald, the only
son of the Rev. A. D. Macdcnald, of
the Children’s Aid society/ and Mrs.
Macdonald, has heen killed in action,
This sad intelligence was only. re-
ceived by telegram this morning from
Ottawa. The brief statement megely
mentions that he was killdl on Aprfl
28. The blow has indeed heen a ter-
rible one o the family, who hcped
that, as he had been in the trenches
for close on twenty months, he would
shortly . have a well-deserved rest.
Bitter, indeed, is this griel and sor-
row, for heing the only son he was
idclized by his parents.

A finer young man never offered his
services to his country. He left with
a drafy of that hattalion which was
exclusively recruited in Calgary hy
Lieut.-Col, Armstrong on Lahor
Day, 1915. As mentioned by The Her-
ald when the draft left for overseas,
his ambition wag tc get away to the
front, and when he was appointed to
the draft his whole platoon volunte
ored 1o a man—an eloquent tribute to
their confidence in his ability and
grear popularity. Of the ten officers
that left at the time, he is the first
to lay dcwn his life for the cause of
freedom. Lieut. Jack Toole and Lieut
. Basevi, who were among his fel-
low officers, as mentioned hy The Her
ald, were recently honored by the au-
thorities, the former being "awarded
the military crcss, and the latter be-
ing promoteq to the rank of major.
His decoration will be the undying
fame of that gallant roll, of honor
which for all time will shed a lustre
te the name of Canada.

The late lieutenant was only 27
years of age. He was widely known
in the city and had a host of friends.
For several years he was ‘one of the
staff of the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce, but immédiately before angw-
ering his country's call was connect-
ed in business with A. M. Williams,
of the Motor Livery company.

The heartfell sympathy of cftizens
will go out to Mr. and Mrs. Macdon:
ald and the other members of the
family in their sad loss.. They have
resided in Calgary for the past eleven
years and came from Prince Edward
Island .

The late lieutenant’s stay in Eng-
land was but short when he crossed
with the draft.

THE “WINDOW UMBRELLA

MAKES ITS APPEARANCE.

There is no longer any need for
pedestrians to go it blind when trying
to get about town in a storm and
risking precious lives under the feet
and wheels of vehicular and automo-

bile trafiic, forr a New York manufac-

turer has brought out an umbrella
with a window in it.

The window umbrella, or *“See-o-
Scepe,’” as it is called, now being of-
fered to the trade is said to fill a
popular demand for a rain shed that
can bhe carried well down ovey the
hexd and face in a driving storm and
atill pi\rnm one to see ahea( and
thereby avoid 4 nocking into other
pedestrians and horses,

The little windew, more than half
way down from the tip and equidis-
tant ‘from a rib on either side in the
silk, is made of a pliable substance
through which one may see clearly
whal is in front or on other side.
