ST. JOHN'S, Nfld., Sept. 14.—(C.
P.)—Markets for Newfoundland salt
codfish can be found in New Eng-
land and western Canada, but only
if it is praceeded and packed nicely
before it is exported, J. T. Cheese-
man of the Department of Natural
Resources reported upon his return
from a tour of United States and
Canada.

While in New England he studied
the markets carefully and found salt
codfish popular when put up in var-
lous forms in cartons and packages,
attractively labelled, and almost
ready for the housewife to use im-
mediately,

He said mackerel was the most
popular fish food in the United
States and prices were advancing.
In his opinion there was a market
for quantities of mackerel caught in
Newfoundland waters by Newfound-
land fishermen.

Visiting the: Gaspe Peninsula of
Quebec, Mr, Cheeseman learned that
the fishery was between 40 and 50
percent below average. This could
have a distinct bearing on New-
foundland’s position in Italy, he
said, because nearly the whole of the
shore catch taken by Gaspe fisher-
men was exported to Italy. The
shortage might leave an opening for
Newfoundland fish.

Missions Crying
For Needed Help

KINGSTON, Ont, Sept. 15—(C.P.)
Eight forelgn mission fields of
the United Church of Canada are
appealing insistently for reinforce-
ment, it was reported to the General
Council today by the board of for-
eign missions. The board’s report

was telling on many of the workers.

Although they had economized
they found the present staff insuf-
ficlent. The staff consists of 324
workens in the fields, not including
women's missionary society wonkers.
This compared with the total num-
ber of 407 missionaries in 1927.

In Trinidad the church has com-
ploted its third year unde, the new
presbytery orgamization and, the
ueport states, “the work hag brought
a harvest of spiritual quickening,
and an increased enrclment in day
schools and ‘Sunday schools.”

Would Remodel
Auto Insurance Act

(C. P. By Guardian's Special Wire)
SAINT JOHN, N.B, Sept. 15—
The existing uniform Automobiie
Insdrance Act in force in eight pro-
vinces of Cahada came under fire
today at continued sessions of the
17th annual conference of the As-
sociation of Insurance Superintend-
ents of the provinces of €Canada.
The consensus expressed at a
special session of the Automobile
Insurance Committece was that an
immediate start should be made to-
wards a new, model act.

Delegates felt that a uniform Au-
tomobile Insurance Act should be
made the objective of a special com-
mittee, working over a period of
many months, if necessary, to bring
about a general revision of the act
in two or three years. The commit-
tee thought a change in the existing
act was overdue in view of the rapid
growth of the automobile industry
and public influence in deciding ac-
tions of insurance companies in
compensating victims of automobile
accidents,

Experience should be analyzed, it
was felt, and a model act ultimately
recommended to all the provinces to
replace the present law. This model
act, the insurance executives believ-
ed, should endure for many years.

Recommendation for immediate
enactment was made by the Auto-
mobile Insurance Committee with
reference to a number of compara-
tive minor amendments to the exist-
ing act which, in the committee’s|
opinion, seemed necessary for the
protection of the public and to serve
the best Interest of the insurance
business,

None of these suggested amend-
ments modify the principals of the
present law. All are necessary, in
the committee's opinion, because of
court decisions and legal opinions
that the present law does not em-
