Those interested in the oyster in-
dustries in this province will be con-
cerned in the fcllowing despatch from
Ottawa:—One of the most important
discoveries that has ever heen made
with respect to oyster culture was ex-
plained for the first time yesterday
to the Committee on Fisheries of the
Commiseion of Conservation by Drt
Joseph Stafford, of McGill University
who made the discovery as. the result
of many yeats close scientific investi-
gation. The great difficulty in oyster
culture heretofore has been the ina-
bility to determine the exact time
when the swimming oyster eggs are
ready to sink to the bottom to at-
tach themselves to hard,. clean bhodies
called cultch, put there for that gur-
pose. This culteh, which uspally con-
sists of old oyster shells, has to ne
put in the water only a few hours he-
fore the young oysters sink or {t;be-
comes slimy and useless. Dr. Staflord
nfter years of patient investigation
has discovered a means of telling just
when the eggs are ready to sink to
the hottom. so that the oyster
mer knows 'the exact time he should
put down the céultch. The committee
passed a resolution recommending

men how to apply Dr. Stafford’s dis-

covery.
